Rationale

Trace Record content of all NE types describing optional or mandatory fields should not be ready for Rel-6. So Minimum and Medium level of details won’t be valid for all the NE types in Rel-6.
Modifications are required to consider narrowing the scope of Rel-6 to only supporting Maximum level of detail for Trace Depth as mandatory value and considering minimum and medium levels as depending on vendor implementation.

Maximum level of details is the default Trace Depth value and shall be supported. 
Medium, Minimum level of details and Vendor Specific extensions Trace Depth values may or may not be supported depending on vendor implementation.
