Work is done against the WID contained in SP-020332 (Work Item ID: OAM-Trace).
TS 32.422 describes the mechanisms used for the control and configuration of the Trace functionality at the EMs and NEs. It covers the triggering events for starting/stopping of subscriber/MS activity traced over 3GPP standardised signalling interfaces, the types of trace mechanisms, configuration of a trace, and the level of detail available in the trace data. 
Changes since last presentation to TSG SA Meeting #23:

The contentious issues have been solved. 

The clauses concerning areas, for which solutions are defined in other 3GPP WGs (UTRAN in RAN3 and IMS/CN in CN1/4) have for the most part been specified.

The level of detail in Trace parameters has been agreed and included in the TS.

It has been agreed to exclude GERAN from this series (32.42x) of specifications for Release 6. This change has been implemented in the specification. 

Outstanding Issues:

The final responses from other 3GPP WGs (RAN3/CN1/CN4) specifying the solutions for Trace may have some effect on the content of this Technical Specification. However, the responses are not expected to cause any major changes to the current content of this specification. Possible changes would be implemented with a Change Request when the responses are available.

Contentious Issues:

None.
