5 Review of the last meeting report

The last meeting report from the SWG-B plenary in Tdoc S5-044406 was approved. 

5.1 Action items from the last meeting

5.1.1 Clarification on MMS Charging (SC-37b-1)

The issue of this action item to clarify the impact of S5-044243 is covered in the latest version of TS 32.270 and is communicated via LS exchange, see below in subclause 6.1.1. The action item is closed.

5.1.2 Position of 3GPP2 on MMS (SC-37b-4)

Motorola had checked the position of 3GPP2 concerning the move of network independent aspects of MMS to OMA.  There exists a 3GPP2 response, indicating that they require the OMA MMS specifications to be openly available. This document was registered as Tdoc S5-044554. In addition Liz Daniel offered to check if this is the case.  To date there has no move occurred due to differences between OMA and 3GPP on IPR. The clarification was provided via email to confirm if the OMA MMS RD was publicly available and can be found at:

The action item is closed.
5.1.3 Time Stamp requirement for MMS (SC-38b-1)
The service charging rapporteur was requested to contact the GSMA BARG CPWP chair via email for the clarification of the need for UA based time stamps in the MMS CDRs. The Chairman, Axel Dörner; answered that they wouldn’t see a need for these timestamps and Orange was also asked to check internally. The result was that no time stamps will be added, but implies of inconsistency as the time stamps do exist in some other CDRs.  A decision is needed either to remove the timestamps or add them for consistency or do nothing. This was taken into account during the review of TS 32.270. As a consequence the action item and both change requests S5-044436 and S5-044437 from the last meeting were closed.

6.1.1 Multiple MM4 recipients
With this Liaison the GSMA CPWP replies to received LS sent by SA5 in S5-044341 ‘Response LS on MM4 Multiple recipients’ and the LS from T2 in S5-044339 ’ LS from T2 to SA5, GSMA BARG (cc: GSMA MMS TF) on MM4 Multiple recipients’.  Basically, CPWP requests T2 to confirm that in case of MM4_Forward.RES messages covering partial status information only it is ensured that the set of MM4_Forward.RES messages sent back in response to the MM4_Forward.REQ message will cover all recipients addressed by the original bundled MM.  Then CPWP comments on the topics of correlation discussed in S5-044341, saying that they see correlation as undesirable but agree that if it isn’t done in the BD then the MMS R/S would need this functionality, changing the charging architecture significantly. The group does not see whether this LS is making any request to SA5 SWGB therefore the liaison was noted. Due to the importance and complexness of this issue the service charging rapporteur will double check with the CPWP chair, Axel Dörner; via email and Nokia is still investigating (AI 39-1).

7 Discussion of agenda items and contributions

This section presents the SWG-B service charging discussions and decisions on contributions pertaining to the agenda as specified in sections 3 and 4 of this report.

7.1 Rel-6 BB WID: Charging Management for the Service Domain

BB completion is on schedule.
7.1.1 WT on MMS Enhancements

The new version of TS 32.270-160 was arranged in Tdoc S5-044525 by Siemens in cooperation with T-Mobile. The alignment with the latest version of the middle tier template raised the following corrections:

· Note that reference 70 and 300 are the same, so 70 was removed, 71 becomes 70;

· There was no need to say “a ) 3GPP charging TSs and b) other charging TSs and then list TS 23.125 under this point.  Hence point b) was removed, making TS 23.125 part of a) and shifting c and following by one letter;

· The following definitions were changed for: “BD”, “middle tier TS”, “Credit Control”, “Charging Function” was modified and “OCS” is made ffs.
and these changes will also affect all other TSs and the ‘middle tier’ template.

The following enhancements were incorporated for MMS online charging:
· The statements guiding implementers to use the standard as guidance for interfaces they choose to implement even if they are not part of the standard (e.g. Rf) was changed; 
· There was an inconsistency in one of the VASP CDRs, referred to in the VASP CDR table as V8.  The VASP table and the VASP message flows must be made consistent and the editor was taken the action for the plenary preparation. 
The output of this review was fixed in TS 32.270-170 and can be found in Tdoc S5-044555. The updated version regarding the VASP issue including the clean up was presented during the plenary preparation together with the submission cover sheet. The TS reached an agreeable status with some empty clauses and some open issues listed with editor’s notes.  It was decided to send the TS to SA for approval with the final version in S5-044569.

WT completion is on schedule with approximated 80%. 

7.1.2 WT on LCS Enhancements

Orange provided the new TS 32.271-150 in Tdoc S5-044551. This contribution was not discussed due too lack of time and has been forwarded to SA5#39bis.

WT completion rate: is on schedule with approximated 60%. 

7.1.3 WT on xxx service charging

A new draft version TS 32.272-010 ‘PoC Charging’ description was provided by Siemens in Tdoc S5-044533. The contribution was not presented and discussed during this meeting due to lack of time. Therefore the planed Joint Meeting with OMA-MCC and 3GPP2 TSGX could continue the discussion on PoC Charging based on this contribution after the clarification on the responsibility.
WT completion rate: is open, may be forwarded to Rel-7. 

7.1.4 WT on Alignment of charging specification

The provision of the updated version of S5-044435 by Orange is moved to SA5#39bis (AI 39-2).

WT completion is on schedule. 
7.2 Non-WT related items

7.2.1 Additional time stamps for MMS

S5-044436 Rel-4 CR 32.235 Missing Time Stamps in MMS CDRs
S5-044437 Rel-5 CR 32.235 Missing Time Stamps in MMS CDRs
Both charge requests were rejected, see above in subclause 5.1.3.  In fact, it doesn’t make sense either to remove the timestamps from the other CRs in Rel-6 for consistency as this would force us to change all systems all the way through to the BD for no compelling reason. Therefore the group decided to do nothing.
