4 Review of input documents 

4.1 Tdoc S5-046832r1 (Add a common upload_IM_data method to Kernel CM IRP IS; Ericsson)

Presented by Ericsson
Comments:

· China Mobile again queried why Bulk CM could not be re-used for Inventory Management.
· Motorola stated that a particular company’s product/sales strategy should not be used to decide whether to use Bulk CM or Kernel IRP.

· Ericsson re-stated that Kernel IRP is common CM for both Bulk CM and Basic CM and therefore suitable for containing the Inventory upload function.

· Ericsson are primarily concerned about backwards compatibility, having to sell Bulk CM even if a customer only wants Inventory Management.
Conclusion: 

· None.
4.2 Tdoc S5-046850 (Reuse Bulk CM IRP for Inventory Management)

Presented by Nortel
This contribution addressed possible time out by CORBA method when performing Inventory data upload using the proposed synchronous operation in the Kernel IRP.
Comments:

· It was noted that the time out issue for uploading large quantity of data could be addressed at Solution Set level, e.g. by using Iteration during the upload (as for uploading Alarm List).

Conclusion:   The group agreed that using Kernel IRP for IM upload was a workable solution.

4.3 Tdoc S5-046851 (Reuse Bulk CM IRP for Inventory Management – Solution Set)

Presented by Nortel

This contribution contained the CORBA Solution Set for the Nortel proposal to re-use Bulk CM for IM.

Comments:

· It was noted that this proposal partially solved Ericsson’s problem regarding backwards compatibility.

· Siemens queried whether Notifications may be needed for IM in the future and hence whether a separate IM IRP should be defined.

Conclusion: 
The group agreed that using Kernel IRP or Bulk CM for IM upload were both workable solutions.  A show of hands was done to indicate support for the different solutions with the following result:
Ericsson,  Siemens and Nokia support the Ericsson (Kernel IRP) solution.

Nortel, Motorola,  China Mobile,  T-Mobile, Cingular,  Alcatel,  Lucent,  CATT support the Nortel (Bulk CM) solution.
4.4 Tdoc S5-036989 (Separation of Passive and Active operations in Bulk CM)
Presented by Motorola
This contribution was not on the agenda but was presented to address some of the issues raised during this meeting.  
Comments:

· This contribution separated the Upload and Download operations of Bulk CM as different packages.  The upload package can be used for Inventory data upload.

· A session would still be required for the upload..

Conclusion:   The group (except Ericsson) agreed in principle, as a compromise,  to a combined Nortel and Motorola proposal as a baseline solution for Inventory Management. Ericsson are still objecting and will provide two alternative solutions (by the next meeting) that achieve the same objective, one with upload in the Kernel IRP and the other in the Bulk CM.

It was noted that the IM package should be ready by December 2004, including the NRM XML definition and NRM CORBA Solution Set.
