Rationale
Ericsson Kernel CM IRP based proposal for Rel-6 Inventory Management interface implies the following:

- An IRPManager is to call CORBA method "upload_IM_data" to request and retrieve Inventory Management data.

- This CORBA call normally only returns once the Inventory Management data has been provided to the IRPManager.

Would the amount of requested Inventory Management data be quite important, the duration of such a CORBA call will very probably also be quite long.

Nortel Networks believes that the use of such long outstanding CORBA calls makes Ericsson proposal a non workable solution in the reality:

- The CORBA ORB on the IRPManager side is likely to timeout the CORBA call before it reaches its normal end.

- The CORBA ORB on the IRPAgent side is likely to timeout the CORBA call before it reaches its normal end.

- The TCP/IP and underlying network layers are likely to timeout of the CORBA call before it reaches its normal end.

Nortel Networks believes that the Inventory Management interface requires an asynchronous mode of operation as Bulk CM IRP currently provides through the use of sessions.
