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1. Overall Description:

T2 would like to thank GSMA BARG CPWP for their reply LS regarding MM4 Multiple recipients. 

Regarding CPWP Question  “We kindly ask T2, however, to confirm that in case of MM4_Forward.RES messages covering partial status information only it is ensured that the set of MM4_Forward.RES messages sent back in response to a MM4_Forward.REQ message will cover all recipients addressed by the original bundled MM.”
T2 would like to inform GSMA BARG CPWP that LS T2-040292 did not explicitly state a requirement to cover the case where the MM4_Forward.RES messages sent back in response to a bundled MM4_Forward.REQ cover all recipients. T2 have agreed the attached CR to clarify this issue. 

To Clarify:-

The existing mechanism can be used in either case when there is no error at all or when all the recipients share the same error.

With the existing mechanism present in TS 23.140 version 4.1.0 through 6.4.0 it is possible that:

a. The originating MMS Relay/Server does not request a MM4_Forward.RES 

b. The receiving MMS Relay/Server does not honor a MM4_Forward.RES request or the MM4_Forward.RES is lost in transmission

c. The MM4_Forward.RES messages can be considerably delayed

These existing mechanisms were taken into account when T2 added the ability to indicate those recipients to whom the status code applies in a previous CR, T2-040258 (approved by TSG T at T#24, Seoul). 

If an originating MMS Relay/Server is not prepared to deal with partial MM4_Forward.RES PDU’s arriving out of synch it should abstain from sending bundled MM4_Forward.REQs.

For this reason the attached CR states that the receiving MMS Relay/Server is responsible for ensuring that MM4_Forward.RES messages sent back in response to a bundled MM4_Forward.REQ cover all recipients.
