6.1.1 MMS enhancements

With this LS S5-044613 T2 informed SA5 about some additions needed for MMS Charging Rel-6. The group agreed in principle these requirements. The proposal for the draft Reply LS can be found in Tdoc S5-044641. The Reply LS confirmed the work on the requested additions as follows:
- “Transport of Application data” for applications (T2-040347) will be added with the CR S5-044638
-  “Support of Private Addressing” (T2-040369) will be added with the CR S5-044642

- Cancel & Replacing Multimedia Message in Recipient Terminal by VAS (T2-040353) isn’t agreed by T2 and   Orange shall be arrange a corresponding CR after T2#27 approval (AI SC-39b-5)
- New PDU for deletion of deferred MMs (T2-040361) consider the charging impacts but also not agreed and Orange should be take it into account as requested in the action below. 

The group decided to check the requested CRs at the next meeting first before the reply will be send to T2.

In the meantime the delegate from TeliaSonera will inform the contact person about the progress on this issue. The reply LS will be discussed at the next meeting.

6.1.2 MBMS Charging

The LS S5-044617 on Supporting MBMS Charging Mechanism contains the charging requirements according the agreed CR to the stage 3 specification TS 23.246. For this application level charging are four key charging actpects identified to be supported by MBMS architecture, i.e. service subscrition based charging, subscriber roaming charging, key assocaited with the event of content and time duration charging aspects. In order to identify the serving network for the subscriber using MBMS with the MSISDN. The parameter ‘served MSISDN’ is allready included in both SGSN-CDR and GGSN-CDR as well as the parameter ‘SGSN address’. So far the work of the Ro interface with BM-SC acting as an application server towards the OCS to support MBMS charging is not considered. 
The LS is noted with no reply.
6.1.3 Multiple MM4 recipients
The LS S5-044621 summarized the communication between T2 and the GSMA to clarify the objections from Nokia to have no unbundling MM transmission specified in TS 23.140. The attached CR to clarify that the MMS Relay / Server is responsible for ensuring that the MM4_Forward.RES messages sent back in response to a bundled MM4_Forward.REQ cover all recipients clarifies the problem and was agreed by T2. Now this issue is closed and no further reply needed.
6.1.4 Application ID for PoC Charging
The LS S5-044662 was send via e-mail and SA5 SWGB requested for a response prior the next meeting. Due to the missed deadline for an official response it was decided by the group sending a preliminary feed back via email to the chair of OMA PoC WG. In this email the group acknowledged the existence of the Application Charging Id (ACID) in the charging specification of Release 6. Further work on the description (see annex A in TS 32.260) on the generation and behavior is needed and every delegate requested to take this into account for the discussion at the next meeting (AI SC-39b-6). The outcome of this discussion will define the further proceeding on these LS.

7 Discussion of agenda items and contributions

This section presents the SWG-B service charging discussions and decisions on contributions pertaining to the agenda as specified in sections 3 and 4 of this report.

7.1 Rel-6 BB WID: Charging Management for the Service Domain

BB completion is on schedule.
7.1.1 WT on MMS Enhancements

The version of TS 32.270-180 in Tdoc S5-044569 was approved at SA#25. Based on this Rel-6 version Orange arranged a set of CRs as late contribution. The CRs were discussed without the originator as much as possible.

Tdoc S5-044638 was reviewed with minor changes in the cover sheet and the deletion of the reference messages in the description of the new introduced parameter. The message trigger for these new parameters were checked against TS 23.240 and accepted. The revised version can be found in Tdoc S5-044647. But the proposed changes are only reflecting the offline charging and the influence for online charging is missing. Therefore the group decided to design an action item to Orange to arrange a new CR which should include also the changes for online charging on the base on Tdoc S5-044647 (AI SC-39b-1).

In S5-044640 Orange propose the inclusion of Content restriction information parameters ('Adaptations' and 'DRM Content') and content type information ('Content Class') are added in MM1 Submission, Originator MM4 Forward Request, MM7 Submission and MM7 Cancel CDR. The proposal was agreed for offline charging and Orange is requested to arrange a revised CR including online charging for the next meeting (AI SC-39b-2).
S5-044642 proposed in the MMS charging principles a modification of the addresses for destination and source by MSCF but this possibility is not reflected in the related CDR parameter descriptions. In addition to the missed changes for online charging the proposal for the detailed parameter description of ‘MSCF information’ for TS 32.298 is missing. Orange was requested to arrange these CRs for the next meeting (AI SC-39b-3).

With S5-044644 Orange proposed the correction of the trigger overview for VASP. After a first consistency check between the trigger table and the defined CDR type an error was observed e.g. V3 should be defined for the originator MM7_submission_res trigger. The CR was rejected and Orange shall be comparing the proposed table with the description for each CDR below the tables (AI SC-39b-4).   
WT completion is on schedule with approximated 85%. 

7.1.2 WT on LCS Enhancements

Orange provided the new TS 32.271-160 in Tdoc S5-044643 based on the not discussed contribution S5-044551 from the last meeting. So far the group accepted the changes in order to be align with the middle tier template. Due to the absence of the editor some proposed changes are commended with editor’s notes for the clarification at the next meeting. The revised version can be found in Tdoc S5-044659. 
WT completion rate: is on schedule with approximated 75%. 

7.1.3 WT on xxx service charging

The new draft version TS 32.272-010 ‘PoC Charging’ description provided by Siemens in Tdoc S5-044533 was review during this meeting. This version from the last meeting with more substance was now discussed in consequence of the agreed responsibility of SA5 for the specification of PoC charging in scope of Rel-6. Mainly the proposed description for the principles accepted with some minor editorial changes. The new draft can be found in Tdoc S5-044660.
WT completion rate: is open, may be forwarded to Rel-7. 

7.1.4 WT on Alignment of charging specification

The revision of S5-044435 was provided as agreed by Orange and added to the document list of SA5#38.

WT completion is on schedule.
