Rational
As we all know, alarm could be cleared automatically, but it could not be auto-acknowledged. When the alarm was not acknowledged, the number of active alarm would be increased, thus expansion the alarm lists.  However, the size of the alarm lists depends on the size of the managed network. 

Currently, the alarm synchronization method is defined by the operation getalarmlist. In CORBA solution set, the Iterator is used to get the active alarm. Based China Mobile’s experience, if the alarm number is huge, the speed to retrieve the active alarm via CORBA iterator is very slow. We propose to retrieve alarm via file method. The following table shows the one day alarm number in one OMC in China Mobile network environment.
