We want to discuss the write qualifier for VsDataContainer.vsData.

We would also like to discuss the behaviour of the IRPAgent regarding notification in case of changes in the vsData.

2.
Discussion

If vsData is writable by the IRPManager depends on the semantics/capabilities of the vsData itself.  Since this vsData is a vendor-specific-extension (VSE), its semantics/capabilities is not known by 3GPP standard authors and therefore, it would be incorrect for 3GPP standard authors to qualify its as mandatory writable.  We suggest a “O“ should be used in this case.

There is an on-going discussion in 3GPP about whether IRPAgent should emit notificationAttributeValueChange in case there is a change in vsData.  We think this requirement is not necessary.  IRPAgent generation of a notification indicating changes in vsData should be dependent on the semantics/capabilities of the vsData itself.  Similar to situation above, 3GPP standard authors cannot predict in advance what these VSE semantics/capabilities would be, so the authors could not make statement regarding if and when IRPAgent must generate notification (indicating changes to vsData).  Vendors should supply these statements when they capture/define VSE using VsDataContainer.

There is no requirement that the IRPAgent shall generate a notification, such as notifyAtttributeValueChange, in case vsData is changed.  The IRPAgent behavior, i.e. if and when a notification should be generated in case of vsData changes, is dependent on the vendor-specific semantics and capabilities of the vsData and therefore it is a behavior defined by the vendors themselves.
