Comments: CMCC: E.g. CS IRP changes look similar regarding change of IDL syntax. To change IDL will impact other vendors.  We can collect many changes together and make a merged change.

Ericsson: For Ericsson, this is a mandatory change (a bug fix).  The IRPs will evolve over time. No one should introduce IDL style changes, unless there is a bug change to be done.  

Huawei: The relationship between the Notification IRP notifs and other notifications (inheritance)?

Motorola: What is the  relationship of this issue to the discussed CR? 

Huawei: The “JobUnsupportedType” suggestion is a style change (but change s OK).

“SeverityType” and other semantics should be moved to the IS.

CMCC: In annex A.1 : there is a missing style definition. Change of IRPtime is not necessary? Ericsson: we should not redefine types if not necessary. 

CMCC: Why are you using the mask code for week days? Ericsson: this is OMGs design.
