Rationale

The purpose of this solution is to propose a “GUP neutral” solution set independent from TS 23 series for the following rationale:

· A valid and independent 3GPP Management IRP Solution Set (SS) using HTTP/SOAP/XML is required for SuM. 
· This HTTP/SOAP/XML SS should not be GUP-based to avoid any unnecessary dependencies. 

· The roadmap for GUP stage-3 completion is unclear and GUP SOAP/XML SS introduces complexity to SuM. For instance references and definitions from the Liberty Alliance Project in all the GUP procedures are not necessary for SuM as SOAP is reliable enough.

· Only simple procedures for SuM are necessary which include Create, Modify, Read and Delete.
