Inter Operator Identifiers

Holds the identification of the originating network and terminating network if exchanged via SIP signalling, as recorded in the Inter-Operator-Identifier AVP.  Originating network is responsible for populating the Originating-IOI AVP in an application request and terminating network is responsible for populating Terminating-IOI AVP in an application response. For further information on the IOI please refer to TS 24.229 [79]. The IOI is composed of one pair of originating IOI and terminating IOI on a peer to peer basis between operators:

· Type 1 IOI: between the home network operator and a visited network operator for a end user in roaming situation (case when the P-CSCF is located in a visited network);

· Type 2 IOI: between the network operator which holds the subscription of the originating end user and the network operator which holds the subscription of the terminating end user.
