Please find Attached the revision 1 of Nortel Rel-6 CR 32.300 "Correct and convert formal specification from BNF syntax to EBNF with corrections". 
 

To be noted, is additionally provided as facilitating information the delta between the revision 1 and the original version of the CR.
 

The summary of the changes done in revision 1 is as follows:
 

1/ CR cover page / field "Other comments": Added a comment highlighting the remaining open point on precisely allowed characters for class & naming attribute names 
 

2/ Subclause 7.3 "EBNF of DN String Representation":
 

- Syntax rules "RegularAttributeType", "ClassName", "NamingAttributeName", "AttributeTypeChar", and "AttributeValueChar": Reworked rules in order to reopen use for class & naming attribute names of same allowed characters as for attribute value with exception of escape sequences. This includes making rule "RegularAttributeType" independant from existing rule "AttributeTypeChar", renaming of rule "AttributeTypeChar" to "LocalDNAttributeTypeChar", and addition of new rule "DNChar" .
 

- Syntax rule "ClassName": Added comment providing reference to TS 32.622 annex A recommendation on characters for class names 
 

- Syntax rules "RegularDN" and "DNPrefix":  Reworked rules in order to more clearly specify the mandatory presence of RDN separator after DN prefix when DN prefix is non null. This includes renaming of rule "DNPrefix" to "DNPrefixPlusRDNSeparator" and addition of new rule "NullRDNSeparator" . 
 

 3/ Throughout the CR: Renamed DNS domain component exemple label "companyXYZ" to "CompanyXYZ"
 

 4/ In new informative annex D "Interpreting EBNF": Added missing mention of EBNF special sequence construct "? <normative defining text> ?",  Correction of typos
