1 Call to order

7.1 Rel-6 BB WID: Charging Management for the Service Domain

7.1.1 WT on MMS Enhancements

WT completion is on schedule with approximated 90%. 

7.1.2 WT on LCS Enhancements

WT completion rate: is on schedule with approximated 80%. 

7.1.3 WT on PoC service charging

S5-044713 TS 32.272-030 PoC Charging.

The contribution was discussed with the following achievements:

· All proposals in subclauses 1 - 5 were accepted without modifications;
· A clarification is needed for the use of PoC session owner and PoC session inviter (action item SC-40b-2 for Telefonica);
· Subclause 6.3 was added to define the usage of PoC specific parameters for the CDRs in case of offline charging and for the AVPs for online charging;
· The Location Information in case of roaming parties was requested by Telefonica and the needed action added into the editor’s note in subclause 6.3.2.2 below table 6.9;
· The uses of AVPs from PS specified in subclause 6.2.2.2 and from IMS in 6.2.2.3 were removed and instead integrated into table 6.9.
Closed.  The next version of the draft TS, implementing the above results, is found in S5-054015.

S5-044762 Input contribution to PoC Charging Draft TS 32.272 v0.3.0.

This document was treated in conjunction with S5-044713.  All proposals contained in the contribution were accepted or are already included in the draft TS in a comparable / same fashion.
Closed.  Included as relevant in S5-054015.

S5-054015 TS 32.272-040 PoC Charging.

This document is the new baseline version of the draft TS for further work.  It contains the result of discussing S5-044713 and S5-044762.  The next revision of the draft TS is expected for SA5#41.

Several remarks concerning the current structure of the middle tier TSs were discussed in conjunction with this document.  Especially the definition of the service specific parameters for online and offline charging was discussed.  It was agreed to modify clause 6 by adding another subclause that would contain the charging parameter definitions and information needed by the (online and/or offline) charging application, such as the service context id used in the DCCA (see bullet item 3 in the discussion of S5-044713 above). For offline charging, TS 32.298 will be the reference for the formal parameter description. For online charging, it was postponed to meeting SA5#41 to decide where to include the AVP formal descriptions for the service specific parameters, either in the middle tiers or TS 32.299.
The SWG-B chair is currently working on an updated middle tier template contribution and will include the above structural changes. Final group agreement shall be sought at meeting SA5#41.

Closed.  This document is the new baseline version of draft TS 32.272.

WT completion rate: is estimated at 35%, and WT completion is expected mid-2005.
7.1.4 WT on MBMS charging

S5-054010 MBMS Charging TS 32.273 Skeleton.

This document provides a skeleton for TS 32.273 MBMS Charging, based on the most recent version of the middle tier TS template in S5-044443.  It was agreed without changes. It was then decided to use the contribution with the above conclusions as the basis to create TS32.273v0.1.0 (S5-054014). Other content will then be added to the draft TS as agreed with the other MBMS charging contributions presented below.

Closed.  Will be used to create TS32.273v0.1. (S5-054014) together with the other MBMS charging contributions as described below.

S5-054011 MBMS Charging Architecture TS 32.273 Sections 4 & 5.

This document was discussed intensively with the following conclusions:

· In clause 3.3, it was agreed that the BM-SC shall be described as the termination point for Rf and Ro;
· In clause 4.1, an Editor’s note was added for inclusion of the MBMS architecture when it is finalised in the MBMS stage 2 description (TS 23.246);
· it was clarified that MBMS charging only specifies service level charging, while the bearer charging aspects are covered in TS 32.251.
It was then agreed that the content of the contribution with the above modifications and results shall be included in the inaugural TS draft in S5-054014.

Closed.  Will be included in the inaugural draft of TS 32.273.

S5-054007 MBMS Charging Principles (TS 32.273 Section 5).

This document was discussed intensively with the following conclusions:

· Some changes in the list of charging information collection were performed;
· The term “Users” is replaced by “mobile subscribers” where applicable;
· In the bullet item list just above table 5.1, “delivery notification” was used instead of “successful delivery indication”;
· Table 5.1 was modified to show the charged parties for the different MBMS services used as identified in the related stage 1 and 2 specifications;
· Some changes were performed inside of the table 5.1;
· The combination of Multicast and Broadcast modes are not available in Rel-6 and therefore this entry is deleted from table 5.1;
· The title of table 5.1 is changed to “charging requirements for service delivery”;
· “content” below the table 5.1 is replaced by “user service”;
· Below table 5.1, examples for session information that may form the basis of bearer charging were added;
· Table 5.2. was renamed to “applicability of accounting measurements”;
· An editor’s note was added in section 5.1 that this clause shall eventually be upgraded to include a definition of the relationship between session and bearer service in MBMS charging;
· In table 5.2, the text “a subscriber is registered” was added behind “whilst”;
· In 5.1.2 an editor’s note was added to indicate that this clause needs further explanations;
· subclause 5.2.1 offline charging may be based on the usage of discrete events or MBMS sessions

· subclause 5.2.3 two different CDR types

· In table 5.3, the online interaction for broadcast streaming is ffs., Vodafone will ask their colleagues in SA1 in general for broadcast online charging requirements(action item SC-40b-1);
· Addition of the carousel service in table 5.3, indicated for further study with the editor’s note.
The content of the contribution with the above modifications and results will be included in the inaugural TS draft in S5-054014.

Closed.  Will be included in the inaugural draft of TS 32.273.

S5-054008 MBMS Charging Description (TS 32.273 Section 6).

This document was discussed intensively with the following conclusions:

· Reference 205 is corrected into 204;
· Subclause 6.1 is deleted;
· Subclause 6.2.1.3 is moved to 6.3;
· MBMS service area AVP was discussed for inclusion but not finally agreed;
· “TMGI” is added into the abbreviation list.
The content of the contribution with the above modifications and results will be included in the inaugural TS draft in S5-054014.

Closed.  Will be included in the inaugural draft of TS 32.273.

S5-054014 Draft TS 32.273 v0.1.0.

This document contains the inaugural draft of TS 32.273 that was compiled by Vodafone with the results of the above four contributions. The group accepted this document as the baseline for further work with a minor editorial change concerning a reference to TS 32.251.

S5-054016 Draft TS 32.273 v0.1.1.
