6.1.1 MMS enhancements

The LS in S5-044613 postponed from the last meeting. It was agreed not to respond but send an email from Rapporteur to the T2 chair, telling him that we are working on the changes to TS 32.270 for the T2 approved changes and ask the status of the other 2 items as of T2#27, if approved what are the latest documents. The LS is noted, no response necessary. The corresponding draft reply proposed by Orange in S5-044641 is withdrawn according to the above decision.
6.1.2 Application ID for PoC Charging
The LS in S5-044662 was received at SA5#39bis via email and the final discussion forwarded with the action item SC-39b-6. Based on the preliminary reply via email to the OMA PoC WG to acknowledge the use the Application charging ID (ACID) also for PoC charging as defined for IMS Charging in TS 32.260 (Annex A).
SA5 are in the process of making the correct description for the use of ACID in normative specification part for Release 6 based on the signaling between network elements. The reply can be found in Tdoc S5-044780.
6.1.3 MBMS Charging

The incoming LS S5-044772 from SA4 on “Reception Acknowledgement for MBMS” inform SA5 t of agreed principles for future SA4 work on reception reporting for MBMS. With the reply SA5 informs SA4 about the agreed new WT for MBMS Charging and the feedback on charging options for MBMS will be provided as soon as possible. The reply LS can be found in Tdoc S5-044786 and was sent as an internal 3GPP LS to SA4.

7 Discussion of agenda items and contributions

This section presents the SWG-B service charging discussions and decisions on contributions pertaining to the agenda as specified in sections 3 and 4 of this report.

7.1 Rel-6 BB WID: Charging Management for the Service Domain

S5-044771 contains a revision of the BB for SC-CH S5-044712 arranged by MCC.  In this WID, entries for PoC charging and MBMS charging were added, and the dates for the deliverables were updated.  This WIDS was agreed with one exception (Lucent). The final version can be found in S5-044787. 

BB completion is on schedule.
7.1.1 WT on MMS Enhancements

S5-044642 was proposed for SA5#39bis, but not accepted by the the group due to too many inconsistencies in the existing changes and Oranges was taken the action item SC-39b-3 to revise the document. This action is open and forwarded to SA5#41.

Tdoc S5-044763 “Introduction of Application Data in MMS CDRs” is the revision of Tdoc S5-044647 based on the action item SC-39b-1 from the last meeting and contains now also the changes for online charging. The use of the definitions from T2-040347 was accepted and replaced offline. This change applies also change in the subclause for definitions of the middle tier template. The revised version was agreed in Tdoc S5-044781. 
S5-044766 based on S5-044640 with the inclusion of Content restriction information parameters (see action item SC-39b-2). The was accepted with some minor changes in the cover sheet in Tdoc S5-044782.

The correction of the trigger overview for VASP in S5-044644 from the last meeting was replaced with the correct changes in S5-044767 by Orange. The final version with the adapted cover sheet can be found in Tdoc S5-044783.   
WT completion is on schedule with approximated 90%. 

7.1.2 WT on LCS Enhancements

The new version of TS 32.271 in S5-044774 was arranged by Orange as a late contribution and replaced the achievements from the last meeting in S5-044659. Some other new changes were proposed:

· the usage of Bl was corrected accordingly and implementation option regarding CDF and CGF implementation added in subclause 4.2

· the Online Architecture was corrected and explained in subclause 4.3

· use cases added to the LCS principles

· DCCA specifics were removed from subclause 5.3.1 

· The category usage was enhanced also for charging events

Some of the accepted changes should raise changes in the other middle tiers and also in the template. 

The final version can be found in Tdoc S5-044784. It was agreed to submit this version for approval at SA#25 and the remaining work is the clarification of AVP details and other technical detail.

WT completion rate: is on schedule with approximated 80%. 

7.1.3 WT on PoC service charging

The new draft version TS 32.272-030 ‘PoC Charging’ description was provided by Siemens in Tdoc S5-044713. This version considered the input contribution for TS 32.272 provided by Nokia in Tdoc S5-044762. The delegate from Nokia accepted this procedure offline so that this contribution could potentially withdraw. The delegate from Lucent commented regarding the open status of the incoming LS from OMA MCC on PoC charging standardisation worksplit to keep the discussion on holt. It was agreed to continue the discussion at the end of the service charging session if were is enough time, but this was no the case.

The work for PoC Charging is now defined in the updated WID of the BB SC-CH. For the time being no separate WI has been created yet for PoC charging (AI SC-40-2). 
WT completion rate: is open, but should be continued in scope of Rel-6. 

7.1.4 WT on MBMS charging

The new work item description basically for the generation of the new version TS 32.273 ‘MBMS Charging’ was provided by Vodafone in Tdoc S5-044764. The WT is inline with the changed WID for service charging and final version with adapted schedule was approved in Tdoc S5-044785. An additional SA5#40bis meeting is proposed for the expected work because no contribution for MBMS charging is currently available.
WT completion rate: is open, but should be continued in scope of Rel-6.

7.1.5 WT on Alignment of charging specification

None.

WT completion is on schedule. 
7.2 Non-WT related items

8 Any other business

The next additional SWG-B service charging meeting will take place as SA5 meeting #40bis form 11th – 13th January 2005 in Sophia Antipolis. This meeting is only focused on progress of PoC charging, MBMS charging and WLAN charging.
