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1 Overview

This LS is a response to the S5-054116 LS_out_OMA-MCC_PoC-Charging.doc (OMA-MCC-2004-0200-LS-work-split-for-PoC-charging-between-OMA-3GPP2-and-3GPP) that the OMA MCC has received from the 3GPP SA5.

The OMA MCC WG thanks the 3GPP SA5 (SWGB) for their work on the TS 32.272 PoC Charging specification We received the LS shortly before our interim meeting in December and had the following comments from our preliminary review on the TS 32.272 (S5-044713 TS32.272_PoC_v0.3.0.doc).

We agree that on a general level it is the right way forward and will provide more detailed comments after consulting other related OMA working groups.

2 Proposal

The OMA MCC WG proposes the 3GPP SA5 (SWGB) to work further with the TS 32.272 at their forthcoming meetings (3GPP SA5#40bis, 11 – 13 Jan 2005; 3GPP SA5#41, 24 – 28 Jan 2005).
3 Requested Action(s)

SA5 (SWGB) is kindly requested to send any new versions of the TS 32.272 to the OMA MCC WG, OMA POC WG and OMA PAG WG for review at the earliest possible stage. 

The MCC WG would also appreciate that the TS 32.272 specification could be discussed during the joint workshop in Frankfurt on January 29 2005.

Furthermore, the OMA MCC WG and the OMA POC WG are planning to prepare a more detailed answer commenting the TS 32.272 during the Frankfurt TP to be held on January 31 to February 2 2005.
