Justification

Generally Element Manager is looked as the E-OS in the Logical Layered Architecture (LLA) of TMN. So the function of Element Manager is described as E-OSF. But in fact the Element Management System developed by vendors would have some network management functions described in N-OS, i.e. N-OSF. 3GPP TS 32.101 also state that the Element Manager has two aspects of function, element management and sub-network management, which mean that the functions of Element Manager will cover the N-OSF and E-OSF. A clear definition for Element Management function can help operators clarify what are required and can be used as a guide for vendors to provide products. Right now many NMS and EMS products are used by operators and the function of NMS and EMS are partly overlapped which cause the waste of resources and low efficiency. 
The definition of Element Management function specification has to be based on the network operating and maintaining experience and consider the potential application environment of UMTS network. So new functions (e.g. database management, objects state management, etc) will be added to the Element Manager.

Up to now there is no specification or requirement proposed by TMN, 3GPP or TMF etc, to define the function of Element Manager.
