Rationale

The OSS through Javatm Initiative (OSS/J) promises to reduce the cost and risk associated with delivering OSS solutions by providing a base set of semantics and tools to reduce the complexity of OSS integration. 

OSS/J middleware technologies are mature, proven and widely available in from multiple vendors. It is also widely deployed by Tier 1 and Tier 2 operators and their systems operations staff are familiar with the operational administration needs of Java technologies.
OSS/J provides a set of business aligned API’s that compliment OSS system level functionality with a business context that can help to bridge the gap between the specification of business requirements and its implementation within the operations.  
OSS/J provides the following core artefacts that can be directly (re)used in the realisation of OSS solutions:

· OSS Common API Patterns and Design Guidelines: Common OSS API interaction patterns layered on mainstream IT reference architectures to provide a set of proven technology specific semantics that promise to reduce the cost and risk of delivering OSS solutions.
· Business Aligned Functional APIs: Functional APIs that extend the common patterns in the context of well understood OSS functions. Providing a business oriented interface to operational functionality.   
· Core Business Entities: Accommodating enterprise information models by providing a mechanism for representing a core set of business entities across all OSS/J APIs.
· OSS/J Tools: Tools to ease the development and use of OSS/J API’s through the automation of mundane and repetitive tasks. 
OSS/J solutions are already being introduced by 3GPP member companies.
