Description:
This is the current draft of TS 32.252 for discussion.

Discussion: 

· Throughout the document, for WLAN offline charging the term “CDF/CGF” was replaced by “CDF” in order to align with figure 4.5;
· The offline charging entities should be removed from figure 4.6 (Billing Domain and the Bo interface from the OCS), this will be done offline and therefore an editor’s note was added;
· In clauses 5.1.1, 5.2.1 and 5.3.1, the mandate of the first node in the 3GPP system to perform protocol conversion was alleviated (it may be a node later in the chain);
· In clause 5.1.2, the role of the WAG in per-user charging was changed from “none” to “tbd”;
· The structure of chapter 5.x will be aligned with the middle tier template;
· In clause 5.2.1, the reference to NASREQ was removed resp. made one (of possibly several) implementation option;
· Clarification of the two editor’s notes in 5.2.1, including potential communication with CN4, is needed for Wd harmonisation (Wd supports Accounting (SA5), Authorisation & Authentication (CN4));
· Figures 5.1. and 5.2 do not reflect all possible protocol implementations, an editor’s note was added to that avail;
· The same corrections that have been made for IP Direct Access have also been agreed to be valid for 3GPP IP Access in clause 5.2.2;
· All corrections made for offline charging were also implemented for online charging as applicable (including revised/new editor’s notes);
· The editor’s note in clause 6.1.2 was deleted and replaced by a new one stating that the Wz reference point is valid for this interface description;
· In clause 6, the introductory statement concerning CDR types and contents, is moved to clause 6.1 “WLAN offline charging”, and both editor’s note are deleted.
Conclusion: The next version of the draft TS (S5-054017) was generated with the above results, also taking into account the result of the discussion of S5-054013 as presented below.

“TS32.252 WLAN Direct IP Access Online Charging: RADIUS prepaid - Diameter credit control inter-working” (Telefónica)
Description:
This document presents numerous architectural and functional considerations with respect to online charging interworking in a mixed RADIUS/Diameter environment.

Discussion: 

· The group agreed to use the Diameter Credit control with the specified interworking as the basis for WLAN Charging solution.
· So far the group see no need for any actions to changes the 3GPP specific Radius description specified in TS 29.061. It was further clarified that the IETF WG working on the Radius Prepaid specification has identified this interworking problem and addressed an corresponding action.  
· For the further clarification and discussion Telefonica took an action item to provide a detailed description of this interworking scenario.
