1.2 Executive summary

1.2.1 Achievements of this meeting

· All six contributions were reviewed. The RAN 3 LS was examined in detail and the majority of the proposed edits to TR 32.804 v6.0.0 were accepted and made online. The RAN3 proposal to remove Annex A from the TR was not agreed. It was decided to leave the Annex for the time being, and to analyse Alarm Mappings in TS 25.463 as suggested by RAN3. Future contributions are expected to consolidate all the required information into either TR 32.804, or TS 25.463 as appropriate.

· The Ericsson contribution on tidying up the TR for Rel 6 was agreed. Annex B, Future Requirements, will be removed from the Rel 6 version, and will be used as the basis of a draft Rel 7 WID for future discussion. Two contributions from Lucent Technologies, on Corrections to UTRAN NRM CORBA Solutions set mapping errors, and on Amendments to the UTRAN NRM for RET, were both agreed after revision.
1.2.2 Total achievements and progress of this WT/RG in the current release 

· Achievements:
The WID for the SA5 RET work has been approved. 

TR 32.804 v1.0.0 has been produced and sent to TSG SA for information.

TR 32.804 v1.2.0 has been produced and sent to SA Plenary for approval.

TR 32.804 v1.2.0 has been approved at SA Plenary, raised to v6.0.0, and is now under Change Control. 

Changes to the IS and CORBA SS have been agreed which, together with the previously agreed TR and XML additions now form a complete IRP for RET in Release 6.

A CR introducing a CMIP Solution Set has also been agreed during the CRD session at this meeting.

3 Review of input documents 

3.1 Tdoc S5-058100 (Draft Agenda for WTRET Session; Rapporteur)

Presented by Rapporteur

Conclusion: Agreed

3.2 Tdoc S5-048909r1 (SWGD WTRET RG Report from SA5 #40 in Sanya).

Presented by Rapporteur
Comments: Outstanding actions were reviewed. On action 39.1 John Islip reported that Lucent have still to consider this so it remains open. On action 39.b.2 the Rapporteur reported that he had made the required inclusion of copyright information into the Kathrein presentations, using Kathrein’s own form of words. The action was closed. No progress had been made on actions 40.1 and 40.2 so they remain open. On action 40.3 the Rapporteur reported that the e-mail discussion on Alarm Mapping had been started, although rather late. As this area was also included in the RAN3 Liaison it was decided to close the action and consider the issue during discussion of that document. 

Conclusion: Agreed.
3.3 Tdoc S5-050016 (LS in. TSG RAN WG 3 Review of TR 32.804 v6.0.0). RAN3.

Presented by Rapporteur.

Comments: The majority of RAN3’s proposals were agreed and the Rapporteur made the required edits online. The proposed change in Section 4.3.8 was not made, although the need to clarify the wording was accepted. John islip and Adrian Neal agreed to work on that. It was also decided to leave Annex A in the TR for the present, contrary to RAN3’s proposal. It was felt that the responsibility for documenting RET Alarm codes should be clarified informally with RAN3 first, before deciding which document should hold the information.

Action. Rapporteur to start informal discussions.

Robert Petersen stated that, as the information is not passed over a RAN3 interface it may not be appropriate to document it in a RAN3 specification. On the other hand it would be valuable to have it in a TS rather than a TR. Trevor Pirt proposed the addition of an additional column into the Annex entitled “Probable Cause”. This was agreed.

It was agreed that a reply LS should be drafted by the Rapporteur, in Tdoc S5-058159.

3.4 Tdoc S5-049000 (CR to TR 32.804 v6.0.0. Remove not relevant requirements). Ericsson.

Presented by Robert Petersen.

Comments: The proposed changes to the Scope section and Figure 1 were agreed. The proposed removal of two Future Requirements relating to control of tower top amplifiers from Annex B was not agreed per se, as RAN3 had proposed that the entirety of this Annex be removed from the Release 6 version of the TR. It was therefore decided to remove the entire Annex B from the Release 6 TR 32.804, and to use it as the basis of a draft Work Item Description for RET in Release 7.

John Islip noted that when tilt is changed it is likely to necessitate adjustments to the gain of tower top amplifiers. Network operators will need to consider this in future. Robert Petersen was concerned that anyone who needed to understand this would be unlikely to go to a RET TR to find the information. The Rapporteur was concerned that the issue was not lost if Annex B is quite rightly removed from the TR. He proposed that Annex B be used as the basis of a potential WID for Release 7, which was agreed.

Conclusion: Agreed. Annex B to be removed from Release 6 TR. Draft Release 7 WID expected to use it as a basis for discussion.  

3.5 Tdoc S5-058037 (CR to TS 32.643-630. Corrections to UTRAN NRM CORBA Solutions set mapping errors). Lucent Technologies.

Presented by John Islip.

Comments: John presented the document, explaining that John Power had raised some points in Sanya related to this. The type change to the Managed Object Reference Set is needed in order to have n-to-n cardinality between antennaFunction and UtranCell. Mikael Rutanen and Trevor Pirt both noted other corrections to the CR, which the Rapporteur made online. The CR was revised to the new Tdoc number S5-058160 and agreed.

Conclusion: Agreed after revision. Revised CR under Tdoc number S5-058160 to be produced for SWG-D Plenary. 

3.6 Tdoc S5-058038 (CR to TS 32.642-630. Amendments to UTRAN NRM for RET). Lucent Technologies.

Presented by John Islip.

Comments: John presented the document. Robert Petersen suggested that the proposed change to the retAntennaFunctionList attribute name in table 6.5.1 should not be in bold font, as that has different implications as far as primary scrambling codes are concerned. John edited the CR online. The revised CR in S5- 058161 was agreed.

Trevor Pirt and Peter Gaigg noted other changes required to the cover sheet, which were made online. Habib Nouira asked if in figure 6.1, note 3, the Managed Element referred to is of type NodeB. John replied that this is so. Habib concluded that, in this case, if the RET tilt equipment and the NodeB are from different manufacturers it will not be possible to identify which manufacturer each came from. John asked if we should add an additional attribute “Manufacturer” to antennaFunction. Habib did not think that was really necessary. Robert Petersen added that RAN3 have included the antenna as part of the NodeB in their architecture. John Islip asked if not being able to identify the vendor of the antenna is a problem. Habib replied that it could be for some network operators. The Rapporteur concluded that as this discussion was not centred on the proposed changes introduced by the current CR, that CR could still be agreed. It was also agreed to make particular reference to the above discussion in the report, should Alcatel or any other company wish to bring future contributions on the issue of identifying antenna manufacturers.
Conclusion: Revised to Tdoc S5-058161 and agreed.
