Rational
Synchronization active alarm is one of the network maintain routine jobs.  3GPP TS 32.111 defines an operation “getAlarmList” for IRPManager to synchronize active alarms. In CORBA interface environment, the CORBA iterator is used to send active alarms. However, this definition doesn’t consider the alarm synchronization time. Here, we give a result as an use case.
· Test Goal  

Comparing the CORBA iterator method and file method to retrieve 34000 active alarms

· Test Environment

Server: Sun Netra 20, 2*900 MHz CPU, 4G Memory, 2*36G Hard Disk
Client: windows2000 SP4, PIV 1.6 G, 512M Memory
Network: 10M Ethernet
Alarms: 34000

· Test Results:

· Comments

According to the test result, we can see file method is faster than that of iterator method. Considering the performance of the UMTS Itf-N product, we propose to use file method as an alternative method to retrieve alarm information.
