Detailed proposal

Lucent Technologies shares the concerns that CMCC has on the need for more detail in the Inventory Management spec TS 32.690. This support also extends on the need to enhance the Inventory Management NRM as a whole. 

The current CMCC proposal (S5-058225) makes an explicit mention of certain parts that can be inventoried. We believe that this is not the complete list. Also, specifying an exhaustive list of parts that can be inventoried is not the right approach for standardisation. 

The way we would like to see the enhancement on Inventory is to define ‘Inventory Data’ as data that represents a physical part / component which can be replaced. Thus the part / component should be an FRU (Field Replaceable Unit) or MRU (Minimum Replacement Unit).  Parts that cannot be replaced should not be inventoried e.g. port, slot. The definition of Inventory can be extended to firmware and software but this needs some more thought as these bits work slightly differently from the hardware.
