Detailed proposal

Not far from Nice there is a mountain top which can be reached easily by car in about 1 hour: 

Mont Vial , 1541 meters above sea level.
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From there you have an impressive panoramic view to the Mediteranean Sea and the French Alps (sorry only photo of the latter direction available):
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In this peaceful surrounding we can have a picknick dinner and enjoy a wonderful sunset at the end of one of the longest days during the year.

Requirements:

· You need a car to get there.

· Bring with you what you want to eat&drink there and what you need to prepare it: Sandwiches, fruits, salads, bread, cheese, ham, wine, beer, water, barbecue equipment, items to be grilled … 

· Bring a pullover or similar item to keep you warm during&after the sunset.

Proposed Schedule:

It is proposed to decide about the final date during the opening plenary on Monday 27th of June, mainly depending on the weather forecast. Preferred date is Tuesday 28th of June; possible dates are Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday or Thursday (27-30th of June).

“Time-table”:

· 18:00 leave ETSI, drive to Carrefour to buy what you need 

· 18:45 leave Carrefour

· 20:00 arrival at Mont Vial

· 21:17 sunset

· 22:30 drive back to hotels

Guide of Conduct:

· Please be aware that the mountain road can be narrow, steeper than a highway (but it is well paved, not a dirt road) and that we are returning in the dark. Therefore the driver should have some related experience and obstain from alcohol the whole day – and especially at the evening.

· Do not leave anything behind on the mountain. One aspect: Please go to the toilet somewhere else.

Necessary coordination:

We should go there with the absolute minimum number of cars required. I will try to allocate all participants accordingly. 

To avoid that every single participant brings a pack of 50 plastic forks and knives, 10 garbage bags and 100 paper napkins, I will care for such general items. To do so I need to know, how many take part in this event.
