Presented by the convener.

John Islip suggested that the word “filed” in section 5.21 should be “field”. Robert Petersen noted that there are some contradictions in the CR. In some places it suggests limiting scope to field replaceable units only, but later ports and slots are added, which are not. John Islip stated that in previous discussions we wanted to separate out the types of unit in scope and then their address. The convener asked if there were objections to the overall concepts. There were none. It was thus decided that the convener should make agreed editorial corrections to the CRs, revise them to r1 and include questions for clarification. They can then be sent to the author for review, and updated versions socialized for e-mail approval on the SWGD reflector. The following comments were made;

In 5.2.1 - Physical port usually belongs to the HW model. (CATT)

In 5.2.1 – “bought independently in the market” sounds like commercial information out of 3GPP scope and should be rephrased. (Siemens)

In-service replacement parts agreed to be in scope, but concerns were raised about whether ALL software, or even any, should be in scope. This could give rise to a lot of data and not all of it will be useful. The statement in 5.2.1 needs to be more precise regarding which SW is included. (Lucent).

The category on the cover page should be B.

Note 1 is not clear and should be improved. (Siemens). Is location information in Note 1 the postal address? (Lucent).

The document number and meeting header are incorrect. This CR appears to be a resubmission of S5-058226 from a previous meeting.

It is proposed to remove the legal values in Table 2. Rather than leaving the column empty it may be better to propose values. (CATT).

In 6.3.1.1 Data tables are implemented as a program so the final clause of the sentence should probably be removed. (CATT).

The CR wants to apply Inventory units also to software. Do the attributes in Table 2 apply to software? Serial number, vendor unit etc do not appear to. The table will need updating. The optional or mandatory designation should also be considered if SW related attributes are added. (Ericsson).

Physical port appears in Table 2. In S5-058374 it sounded optional, but it appears here again. Need to clarify if it is to be optional or mandatory. (Ericsson).

“Date” attributes. Should it be in UTC format. TS 32.303 v630 will provide suitable guidance. (Lucent).

Data types are to be removed. Values, ranges etc need to be put in.

Robert Petersen asked if the added references to RAN3 Iuant specs are actually in the body of the TR. They are not. John Islip suggested adding a comment relating to them to the scope section of TR 32.804. This was agreed.

The only outstanding issue for RET in Release 6 is the handling of Return (Error) Codes. John Islip stated that some existing implementations may be built to the AISG specification for this. The RAN3 specifications only contain a subset of those. The issue is now where to document the AISG information that is not part of the RAN3 spec, and is outside 3GPP scope. For each code we should also include a probable cause mapping. The Rapporteur suggested that a contribution is needed in order to settle this. AN/JI and RP agreed to convene a conference call to resolve this. REVISED TO S5-058449 and provisionally approved.

Presented by Wang Xuelong. 

Robert Petersen stated that we have Antenna Function modelled because we model tilt. We don’t manage the antenna itself. Shall these changes be done to the antenna array, or only to read the data? Wang Xuelong replied – read only. Robert then asked how it is populated. Where does the Agent get the information? Wang replied, from the RNC. Robert asked where does the RNC get it? Wang replied, from Node B. Using Smart Antenna, the Node B knows it. No clear reference top this could be offered during the discussion, in order to clarify this. John Islip asked if it is manually provisioned on antenna installation, or received via signalling. Wang replied – manually. Robert asked if it might already be part of the VS extensions, and thus be already available? Wang - it’s then implementation specific. Not all VS extensions will contain it. Robert asked why we need it on the interface. The Rapporteur asked why we need it. John Islip asked what is meant by diversity information. Is the information here more to do with the antenna characteristics of an array. Wang replied that there are differences between diversity antennas and smart antennas. John Islip recalled that we discussed long ago about including smart antennas, but we may have decided not to include them. Thus is it in scope for Release6? This point is unclear. If we add the requirement we must also go back to the IS and CORBA SS. In Rel-6 we have a string for Group Name. The Rapporteur suggested postponing the contribution until the outstanding issues are clear. POSTPONED.
