Rationale

An IRPManager invokes the getSessionLog operation to request an IRPAgent to provide a log of the results from activities associated with bulk data configuration file sessionId operations. There is a Boolean parameter 'contentType' which identifies if retrieved file should include (a) complete log including errors or (b) only errors.

An ideal log file with informative and error information ('contentType' is set to false when getSessionLog is invoked) would look like:

 We can't have 'error' in the 'type' as there is no error and also cannot have it as 'informative' as then it defeats the purpose of having only errors. Also we can’t leave it blank, as it has to be one of the error / informative.
