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0 Preface

The SWG-B General RG deals with

· organisational and other non-technical aspects of the SWG;

· all technical aspects that cannot be attributed to one of the SWG-B rapporteur groups (Bearer/Service/IMS Charging).  This item mainly encompasses the OCS work (TR 32.815 and TS 32.296);

· cross-rapporteur group technical items, i.e. covering more than one of the RGs.  This item encompasses the overall charging architecture (TS 32.240), the work on the Bx interface (TS 32.297) and the global CDR parameter and syntax description (TS 32.298).

1 Call to order

The meeting was called to order at 08:45 hrs local time on Monday 9th May, 2005.

3 Approval of the agenda / timeline

5 Review of the last meeting report

The last meeting report from the SWG-B General RG can be found in S5-054203.  It was agreed without changes.

5.1 Action items from the last meeting

5.1.1 Nokia to perform an investigation for AVP alignment in TS 32.296
Not done due to lack of resources.  This will depend on the completion of AVPs in TS 32.299 against which TS 32.296 shall then be aligned.  As the timeline for this is not clear, it makes no sense to maintain this action item from meeting to meeting, therefore the action item is closed.

5.1.2 T-Mobile to add the substance of S5-054224 to one of their pending CRs

Not delivered due to lack of time.  AI postponed to the next meeting.  The action item remains open.

5.1.3 T-Mobile to add the substance of S5-054230 to one of their pending CRs and generally check TS 32.240 for / correct other such problems

Not delivered due to lack of time.  AI postponed to the next meeting.  The action item remains open.

5.1.4 T-Mobile to create CRs for the “other considerations” listed in 7.1.1

Not delivered due to lack of time.  AI postponed to the next meeting.  The action item remains open.

5.1.5 T-Mobile to publish S5-054242 asap and include the agreed changes from S5-054234

The document was delivered a few days after the last meeting.  Note that it is superseded by contribution S5-054404 for this meeting.  The action item is closed.

5.1.6 T-Mobile to provide the revision of S5-054279

Not delivered due to lack of time.  AI postponed to the next meeting.  See also section 7.4.2 of this report.

The action item remains open.

5.2 Requests for SA5 action from the last meeting

None as the last SA5 meeting was a –bis meeting.  The agreed CRs S5-054277 and S5-054278 will be forwarded to the plenary at the current meeting, together with any other potential SWG-B output to the SA5 plenary from this and the last meeting.

6 Liaisons with other groups

6.1 Incoming Liaisons

S5-054307. LS reply from ATIS TMOC to SA5 S5-044777, VoIP Accounting Management (TMOC-2005-023).  This LS is a response to S5-044777 and states that SA5’s specifications are considered applicable to TMOS’s work.  It also establishes that TMOC hasn’t yet started the detail level work at which point further discussion with SA5 would be sought, this is expected to happen later in the 2nd quarter of 2005.  TMOC plans to contact SA5 for possible cooperation at that time.

SWG-B welcomes the possibility of its specifications to be reused by TMOC, as proposed in S5-044777.  The LS is closed and noted, expecting further initiatives from TMOC.

S5-054317. LS to: SA5 on Charging worksplit communiqué (OMA-LS_0015-WP-Charging-Worksplit-V1_0-20050316-A) from OMA MCC.  This LS informs SWG-B about the conclusion and approval of the work split document in OMA.  The approved work split document is also attached.

Nokia investigated the attachment to the LS offline and it was concluded to note the document.  Hence the LS is closed and noted.

7 Discussion of agenda items and contributions

This section presents the SWG-B plenary discussions and decisions on contributions pertaining to the agenda as specified in sections 3 and 4 of this report.

7.1 Rel-6 Feature “Charging Management”

7.1.1 Rel-6 TS 32.240

S5-054224r “Rel-6 CR 32.240 Well depict the entity relationship between the CDF and the CGF”.
A CR from T-Mobile was expected for this meeting that would incorporate the content of this contribution, however it was not delivered due to lack of time.  See also action item in clause 5.1.2.

The original document will now be closed and further action tracked by the action item.

Closed.  Agreed to include in T-Mobile CR for TS 32.240 expected for the next meeting based on S5-054147.

S5-054230r “Rel-6 CR 32.240 Distinguishing between reference point and interface”.
A CR from T-Mobile was expected for this meeting that would incorporate the content of this contribution, however it was not delivered due to lack of time.  See also action item in clause 5.1.3.

The original document will now be closed and further action tracked by the action item.

Closed.  Agreed to include in T-Mobile CR for TS 32.240 expected for the next meeting based on S5-054147.

S5-054379 “Rel-6 32240-610 Correction to scope”.
This contribution proposes to remove the final paragraph from the scope section of TS 32.240 due to referring to TR 21.905 for items that that TR doesn’t include.  Note there are accompanying CRs to all other charging TSs.

It was agreed that the reference to TR 21.905 should be corrected (limited to terms, definitions and abbreviations) rather than removed.  This implies that the remainder of the text can be kept.  Additionally, a statement referring to TS 22.115 for charging requirements was added.  With these changes, S5-054433 was created and agreed.

Note that all the accompanying CRs, two of which fall into the realm of the General RG (S5-054369 and S5-054370) need to be aligned to the above modifications; see sections on TS 32.296 and TS 32.297 below.

Closed and replaced by S5-054433.

S5-054405 “Rel-6 CR 32240-610 Correction to references”.
This contribution proposes to shift all references that are not used in the TS into a “bibliography” annex, as the 3GPP TS drafting rules are violated by unused references.  Note that there are accompanying CRs to all other charging TSs.

The CR was agreed with small editorial modifications as per S5-054445.  All the accompanying CRs, two of which fall into the realm of the General RG (S5-054423 and S5-054424) need to be aligned to the above modifications as well, see sections on TS 32.296 and TS 32.297 below.

Closed and replaced by S5-054445.

S5-054432 “Rel-6 CR 32240-610 alignment with charging work ”.
This CR contains a proposal to update the Rel-6 TS table so that it reflects the complete set of Rel-6 charging TSs (i.e. TS 32.272 and TS 32.273 are added.  This was agreed and it was decided to add this change into S5-054433.

Closed, included in S5-054433.

S5-054433 “ Rel-6 CR 32240 Correction to scope”.
This is the agreed CR from S5-054379 and S5-054432 broached above.  Still some editorial cleanup was needed, creating S5-054466.

Closed, replaced by S5-054466.

S5-054445 “ Rel-6 CR 32240 Correction to references”.
This is the agreed CR from S5-054405 broached above.  Due to minor editorial issues, another revision was created in S5-054467.
Closed, replaced by S5-054467.

S5-054466 “ Rel-6 CR 32240 Correction to scope”.
This is the agreed CR from S5-054433 broached above.

Closed, agreed.  Will be sent to SA5 plenary for approval.

S5-054467 “Rel-6 CR 32240 Correction to references”.
This is the agreed CR from S5-054445 broached above.

Closed, agreed.  Will be sent to SA5 plenary for approval.

WT completion is on schedule.

7.1.2 Draft Rel-6 TS 32.298

The TS was sent for information to TSG meeting #23.  Version 1.0.0 of the TS can be found on the 3GPP server. The incorporation of remaining open items are documented in the report from the last meetings. The TS editor plans to provide a new draft as soon as possible.

In addition to a new draft of the TS in S5-054322r1, several other contributions to TS 32.298 have been received in relation to numerous change proposals.  The substance of the changes is discussed in the IMS, SC and BC RGs based on TSs and CRs against the TSs managed by these RGs.  Refer to the IMS, SC and BC RG reports in S5-054305, S5-054306 and S5-054304, respectively.

S5-054229 Rel-6 TS 32.298 Correction on FBC offline Charging (Part: ASN.1).

This material is included in S5-054322r1 and therefore broached in conjunction with that contribution.

Closed.

S5-054246 Rel-6 TS 32.298 MS Time Zone missing in G-CDR.

Included in S5-055322r1.

Closed.

S5-054248 Rel-6 TS 32.298 User Location Information missing in G-CDR.

Included in S5-055322r1.

Closed.

S5-054271 32298-100 LICID - Charging for redirection.

Replaced by S5-054366.

Closed.

S5-054322r1 Rel-6 TS 32.298-120.

This new draft of the TS was reviewed extensively.  Numerous other proposals to this TS, both from this and previous meetings, were agreed to be included.  A new draft was finally created in S5-054460.
In relation to TS 32.251, managed by the BC RG, the following was noted:

· There is CAMEL charging information specified in the 32.298 draft that doesn’t exist in TS 32.251.  There is CR S5-054337 to add this (among other items) to TS 32.251, it needs to be assured that it is aligned with TS 32.298 when discussing S5-054337 in the Bearer Charging RG.

· The acceptance of the MS time zone for the G-CDR means that the group will eventually agree the substance of postponed CR S5-054245 that adds the same information to TS 32.251.

Closed, replaced by S5-054460.

S5-054325 Rel-6 CR 32.298 Correction of IMEISV.

Included in S5-054322r1.

Closed.

S5-054326 Rel-6 CR 32.298 Correction of RAT type.

Included in S5-054322r1.

Closed.

S5-054334 Rel-6 CR 32.298 Correction to legal values of the Charging Characteristics IE.

This contribution proposes to modify the charging characteristics such that a value with all four leading bits set to “0” wouldn’t be possible to be sent from the SGSN to the GGSN.  This proposal is accompanied by CRs to Rel4 and Rel-5 GPRS charging and related LSs from CT4 and GSMA.  It is based on a backward compatibility issue with Rel-99 in some implementations and inter-operator / roaming scenarios.

The contribution is subject to LS (S5-054311) and CRs (S5-054332 and S5-054333) in the bearer session.
Note: the above CRs were accepted in the BC RG session with minor modifications, so S5-054334r1, matching those modifications, will be included in TS 32.298.

Agreed and included in S5-054460.

S5-054336 Rel-6 TS 32.298 S-CSCF-Information is undefined.

This contribution proposes to add an S-CSCF information field into TS 32.298.  The proposal was principally agreed as the definition of the S-CSCF information is needed but it had some editorial errors.  It was decided to copy the syntax from the corresponding IMS CR S5-054335 when this is broached in the IMS session.  The resulting conclusion will be included in a later version of TS 32.298 (may need a CR).

Noted.  A change to TS 32.298 will be made based on the outcome of S5-054335 in the IMS RG session.

S5-054344 32298 Addition of CS Voice Video Switching Redial flag.

This contribution proposes to add a redial flag to the MOC CDR to signal when a redialling occurred in order to switch a call from video to voice or vice versa.  The proposal was principally agreed but it needs to be clarified whether the MSC can determine that a call attempt is a redial from a previous voice or video call.  There is a CR also to TS 32.250 (S5-054343) that identifies corresponding changes in CT1, hence the final conclusion on S5-054344 will be made in conjunction with S5-054343 in the BC RG.  If S5-054343 is agreed, the content of S5-054344 will be included in a future version of TS 32.298 (possibly via CR).

Provisionally accepted, subject t the above investigation.

S5-054345 CR 32.298 – Application Server Involved.

This contribution proposes to add text to TS 32.298 to specify that duplicate ASs entries for a session may be removed from a CDR before sending it.  It was, however, agreed that this should not be in the CDR syntax description (i.e. TS 32.298) as it is a requirement onto the IMS CDF.  Therefore it should be added TS 32.260 and, on the general level, to TS 32.240 (which already describes multiple ACRs being used to create single CDRs).  AI Nortel / T-Mobile to solve this for the outstanding T-Mobile CR(s) (see AI 5.1.x above).  No AI for 32.260 was created, any activity there depends on voluntary action of the delegates.
Withdrawn.  Will be solved with the outstanding CRs on TS 32.240.

S5-054346 CR 32.298 – Served Party IP Address.

This contribution proposes to add a missing ASN.1 definition for the above parameter.  Agreed and will be included in S5-054460.

Closed, agreed.

S5-054347 CR 32.298 – Subscribe and Unsubscribe.

This contribution proposes modifications to SIP derived IMS CDR parameters in order to enable a distinction between a “subscribe” and “unsubscribe” operation.  The issue here is that the same SIP method is used for both operations, but with different content.  A proposal made was to add the “expires-header”, that can be used to differentiate a subscribe from an unsubscribe, into the IMS charging parameters, e.g. to the “event type”.

While the intention of the contribution was agreed, the solution proposed was not agreeable.  There are a number of inconsistencies / questions around the IMS AVPs versus SIP headers and versus CDR parameters.  Anyway this should all be described in 32.260 and 32.299, while TS 32.298 will simply follow any agreement on these TSs in the IMS RG session.

Noted.  Under discussion as IMS was not treated.

S5-054350 CR 32.298 - Time Stamps.

This contribution proposes the modification of time stamp behaviour in IMS CDRs.  There is a companion CR to TS 32.260 in S5-054349 that proposes to modify the CDR tables accordingly, and S5-054350 depends on the conclusion on S5-054349 that will be handled in the IMS RG.

Noted.  Same conclusion as for S5-054349 in the IMS RG. Under discussion as IMS was not treated

S5-054351 “CR 32.298 – Service Delivery Failure Reason”.

This contribution proposes the modification of time stamp behaviour in IMS CDRs.  There is a companion CR to TS 32.260 in S5-054352 that proposes to modify the CDR tables accordingly, and S5-054351 depends on the conclusion on S5-054352 that will be handled in the IMS RG.

Noted.  Same conclusion as for S5-054352 in the IMS RG. Under discussion as IMS was not treated.

S5-054354 Rel-6 TS 32.298 Correction in handling of 3xx response.

This is a follow on to S5-054267 from last meeting’s IMS RG session.  While S5-054267 was based on 3xx causes reflecting error cases, this was not agreed by the group.  S5-054354 now aligns the description of the service delivery time stamp to allow redirections signified by 3xx cause codes to be treated as success cases.

The group agreed the need for alignment, but realises that there is a corresponding Rel-5 CR in S5-054353.  Therefore it was concluded to amend TS 32.298 in whatever way S5-054353 is concluded in the IMS RG session.

Noted, technical conclusion subject to IMS Rel-5 CR in S5-054353. Under discussion as IMS was not treated.

S5-054366 Rel-6 TS 32.298 Tracking ICIDs for consistent charging in redirected calls.

Dependent on the IMS RG LSin S5-054417.

Noted, shall be based on IMS RG discussion of LSin S5-054417. Under discussion as IMS was not treated.

S5-054368 Rel-6 32298-110 Correction to scope.

This is the same change to TS 32.298 as S5-054433 for TS 32.240.  It was revised in the same way as S5-054379 for TS 32.240 (see 7.1.1 above), creating S5-054444.

Closed.  Replaced by S5-054444.

S5-054392 Rel-6 32.298 Adding WLAN-CDR for WLAN 3GPP IP Access.

Subject to S5-054390, to be broached in the Bearer Charging RG.

Noted.  This contribution will be accepted, rejected or revised depending on the BC RG’s findings on S5-054390. Under discussion as not finalised in WLAN.

S5-054402 Rel-6 TS 32.298 Addition of Flow Based Charging parameters.

Subject to S5-054228 and S5-054360, to be broached in the Bearer Charging RG.  The issue here is that the group hasn’t yet concluded whether FBC will be handled via an extra “eG-CDR” or by upgrading the existing G-CDR.  If the eG-CDR is agreed then the document will be included in TS 32.298, otherwise an update that aligns with the BC RG is needed.

Note that currently the content of S5-054229, suggesting the G-CDR solution for FBC, is included in TS 32.298.
Closed.  This contribution will need to be rejected or revised depending on the BC RG’s findings on S5-054228 and S5-054360.

S5-054425 Rel-6 CR 32.298-110 Correction to References.

Agreed in the same way as S5-054467 for TS 32.240 and included to TS 32.298 in S5-054460.

Closed, agreed.

S5-054430 Rel-6 CR 32.298 GMLC Identity.

This contribution aligns TS 32.298 with an agreed CR to TS 32.271.  Agreed and will be included in next draft of TS 32.298 in S5-054460.  Note that another contribution (possibly CR) will be needed to complete the LCS definitions in TS 32.298.

Closed, agreed.

S5-054431 Rel-6 CR 32.298 Serving Network Identifier for GMLC.

This contribution aligns TS 32.298 with an agreed CR to TS 32.271.  Agreed and will be included in next draft of TS 32.298 in S5-054460.  However, due to the fact that the parameter is also used in MMS and GPRS, it will be moved to the general part of TS 32.298.

Closed, agreed.

S5-054444 Rel-6 32298-110 Correction to scope.

Agreed in the same way as S5-054466 for TS 32.240 and included to TS 32.298 in S5-054460.

Closed, agreed.  Included in S5-054460.

This part of the Rel-6 charging work remains on schedule.

7.2 Rel-6 WT “Interfaces to Billing Domain, Bx”

The TS produced under this WT, TS 32.297, was approved by SA at TSG meeting #23.  The latest version of this TS can be found on the 3GPP server.

S5-054369 Rel-6 32297-600 Correction to scope.

Agreed in line with S5-054466 and will be included in the outcome of S5-054404 (S5-054442 / S5-054453).

Closed, agreed.  Included in S5-054442.

S5-054404 “Rel-6 CR 32.297 -- Complete remaining technical issues”.

This document supersedes S5-054242 that was presented at the last meeting.  It has now been transformed to a formal CR.  The author presented the document and stated that not all changes needed to complete TS 32.297 are included, however, the document would be substantial enough to warrant this CR.

The contribution was agreed with only a few minor changes, and S5-054442 was created.  T-Mobile offered to continue working on this CR to try to complete it and have it e-approved by SA5 in time to be sent to the SA plenary.  If the e-approval fails or the revised CR doesn’t get submitted in time then S5-054442 should be sent to the SA plenary.

SWG-B agreed to this proposal.  The exact timing of the e-approval procedure will be clarified at the SA5 plenary.  The revised CR is expected to be provided as S5-054453.

Closed.  Replaced by S5-054442 and S5-054453 as described above.

S5-054424 “Rel-6 CR 32.297-600 Correction to References”.

Agreed in line with S5-054467 and will be included in S5-054453.

Closed, included in S5-054453.

S5-054442 “Rel-6 CR 32.297 -- Complete remaining technical issues”.

Baseline CR as discussed in conjunction with S5-054404 above.  Will be requested for tentative approval at the plenary with the prospect of being replaced by S5-054453 per e-approval of the latter.
Closed.  To be sent for approval / replaced by S5-054453 per e-approval.

S5-054453 “Rel-6 CR 32.297 -- Complete remaining technical issues”.

SA5 will be requested to allow post-meeting e-approval for this revision of the CR.

Closed.  To be requested for e-approval and, if successful, replaces S5-054442.

WT completion is on schedule.

7.3 Rel-6 WT “Online Charging System – Rating Application”

S5-054370 “Rel-6 32296-600 Correction to scope”.

This CR was agreed together with S5-054379 (see 7.1.1) and aligned per S5-054466.  The revised CR is in S5-054441.

Closed.  Replaced by S5-054441.

S5-054423 “Rel-6 32296-600 Correction to references”.

This CR was agreed together with S5-054405 (see 7.1.1) and aligned per S5-054467.  The revised CR is in S5-054452.

Closed.  Replaced by S5-054452.

S5-054441 “Rel-6 CR 32296 Correction to scope”.

This is the revision of S5-054370.  It is agreed and will be forwarded to SA5#42 plenary for approval.

Closed.  Will be sent to SA5#42 for approval.

S5-054452 “Rel-6 CR 32296 Correction to references”.

This is the revision of S5-054423.  It is agreed and will be forwarded to SA5#42 plenary for approval.

Closed.  Will be sent to SA5#42 for approval.

WT completion is on schedule in general, however some open issues exist in the stage 3 description as documented by the editor notes in the draft TS.

7.4 Non-WT related technical items

7.4.1 Joint Activities with OMA-MCC and 3GPP2 TSG-X

Nokia investigated the work split document approved in OMA (attached to LSin S5-054317, see section 6.1).  It was found that it is generally acceptable to SWG-B.

There are currently no ongoing or scheduled cooperation activities between SWG-B and OMA.

7.4.2 Template for middle tier Charging TSs

S5-054279r “Draft TR 32.9xy v0.2.0 – Template for “middle tier” charging TSs”.

T-Mobile had planned to provide this update to last meeting’s output version, S5-054279, however it could not be provided due to lack of time and other priorities (e.g. TS 32.279 / S5-054404).  T-Mobile also will place higher priority onto the outstanding CRs on TS 32.240 so that this TR may be further postponed.  Target approval date for the TR is SA5#43, which gives two SA5 meetings to complete it in SWG-B.

Postponed.  To be revised with the plan to sent it to SA5#43 for approval, if agreed.

8 Any other business

8.1 Charging TS line-up

Based on last meeting’s discussion on the distribution of content between the charging TSs and the method of describing the charging applications (including references between middle tier specific information and TS 32.299) it was reconfirmed after some discussions and explanations to go along with the decision from last meeting (see section 8.1 of the last meeting report (S5-054203)).  Although not committed at the last meeting, Siemens provided contributions to TS 32.299 in line with the option 1 agreed at the last meeting.  Another Siemens contribution aligns TS 32.260 as the first middle tier TS.  Both contributions will be broached in the IMS RG session.

Contributions to the other middle tier TSs, especially those that are not yet approved, also targeted this area.  This action by SWG-B delegates brings the group back on track to achieving its goals as described in the last report.

8.2 Resignation of the General RG rapporteur

The rapporteur of the General RG announced his resignation effective by the end of SA5 meeting #43, due to the fact that he will discontinue his participation in SA5 at that point in time.  As the General RG rapporteur is also the SWG-B chairman, his departure from SA5 implies his resignation as the SWG-B chair.

The SWG-B chair will announce the above resignations in his report to the SA5 plenary.

There were no immediate candidatures for replacing the General RG rapporteur or the SWG-B chair.  However, concerning the RG, future SWG-B leadership may restructure SWG-B, e.g. in line with the ongoing SA5 restructuring discussion.  This may possibly lead to the RG’s cessation, eliminating the need for a new rapporteur.

8.3 Update of TS rapporteurs

S5-054309 “Update of TS Rapporteurs”.

This is a list TS rapporteurs from MCC.  It asks the SWGs to update the contained information as appropriate.

The only item where SWG-B is affected is TS 32.296 due to the departure of the previous rapporteur.  The TS is re-assigned to the SWG-B vice chair, this will be communicated back to MCC.

Closed with the above conclusion.

9 Scheduling of future meetings

The next SWG-B meeting is scheduled from 11th  – 15th July 2005 in Heidelberg, Germany (close to Frankfurt), hosted by NEC.  This is a SA5 meeting with no full plenary. Thus, there will be 18 - 20 quarters available for SWG-B work, depending on travel schedules.  Delegates are asked to organise their travel such that the Friday meeting time can be used as much as possible (i.e. late Friday / early Saturday departure).

Details on allocation of meeting quarters to rapporteur sessions will be proposed by the SWG-B chair in S5-054500 (agenda/timeline) in due time, based on the agenda items and available contributions.

10 Adjournment

The first part of the meeting was closed at 19:15 hrs local time on Monday, 9th May 2005, due to prioritisation of the MBMS, WLAN and PoC charging specifications.  The meeting was reconvened at 17:30 hrs local time on Wednesday, 11th May 2005.  The meeting was finally adjourned at 19:30 hrs local time on Wednesday, 11th May 2005.
