Service Delivery Start Time Stamp

This field holds the time stamp reflecting either:

· a successful session set-up: this field holds the start time of a service delivery (session related service including 2xx and 3xx)

· a delivery of a session unrelated service: the service delivery time stamp

· an unsuccessful session set-up and an unsuccessful session unrelated request: this field holds the time the network entity forwards the unsuccessful indication (SIP “RESPONSE” with error codes 4xx, 5xx) towards the requesting User direction.

The content of this field corresponds to the SIP-Response-Timestamp AVP as defined in Table 5.8.

For partial CDRs this field remains unchanged.
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
