Detailed proposal

Used Terms:

Alarm clearing: An alarm notification which clears an alarm.

Identical Alarm: Two alarms are considered identical, if the corresponding alarm notifications are issued by the same object instance with same alarmType, same perceivedSeverity and same probableCause.

Requirements for Advance Alarming on Itf-N:

1. General Requirements

1.1. The IRP manager shall be enabled to request from the IRP agent to send only such alarms, which deliver significant information.

1.2. The IRP manager shall be enabled to request from the IRP agent to send only such alarm clearings, which deliver significant information.

1.3. The IRP manager shall be enabled to revoke such requests from the IRP agent.

2. Specific Requirements

2.1. The Itf-N shall allow an IRP manager to define that an alarm with specific alarmTypes from specific instances is considered not significant, if this alarm was raised less than N times.

2.2. The Itf-N shall allow an IRP manager to define that an alarm with specific alarmTypes from specific instances is considered not significant, if this alarm is active less than M minutes.

2.3. The Itf-N shall allow an IRP manager to define that an alarm clearing with specific alarmTypes from specific instances is considered not significant, if an identical alarm is raised within less than L seconds.
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
