Rationale

The FT IRP defines no mechanism for an IRP-Manager to adequately react in case a file is available in a format, which cannot be handled by the IRP-Manger. Example: A file is available in a compressed format at the IRP agent and the IRP manager does not support this file (de-)compression algorithm.

Detailed proposal

It is proposed to add an optional requestFileConversion operation to the FR IRP into FileTransferIRPOperations_1 Interface. 

Definition

The IRP manager is informed about the availability (and format and compression) of files in IRP agent either by means of the notifyFileReady notification or within the listAvailableFiles operation response (via parameters fileInfoList/availableFileList).

The proposed operation requestFileConversion allows the IRP manager to request the IRP agent to make files available in another encoding format, to use another compression algorithm or to uncompress the files.
