Introduce the counters for number of related RABs in Iu Release Request by UTRAN for CS&PS domain into 3GPP Specifications – Use Case

Rationale
Now 3GPP specifications have the counter for number of  IU Release Request and RAB Release Request, we need to explore more details in this field. So we suggest to add the counters for number of related RABs in Iu Release Request by UTRAN both for CS&PS domain.

The reason why we need to explore more about number of related RABs in Iu Release Request is described as below.

In UMTS, usually one RAB bears one call. One subscriber may have more than one call at the same time, especially for PS data service. It means that there may be more than one RAB which related to one Iu Connection.

In daily network OAM, we concern the number of call drops. One abnormally released RAB represents one call drop. There are two cases for RAB release, one case is caused by RAB release request, another case is caused by Iu connection release request by UTRAN. So to get the number of call drops, we need to counter the number of released RABs not only caused by RAB release request, but also caused by Iu connection release request by UTRAN.

For one Iu connection release request by UTRAN, there may be several related RABs be released or NULL related RAB be released (e.g. Iu Release Request occurs before the RAB establishment). We need to measure how many RABs have been released via Iu connection release request by UTRAN.

Consequences and implications
If the counters are not accept, we can not learn and analyse call drop accurately, which is an important part of wireless network performance indicators.
