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In its May 2005 meeting, ETSI TISPAN WG8 has completed the work on the first version of its NGN Management Architecture specification. The final step in the formal approval process of this specification, i.e. approval by ETSI TC TISPAN, is expected to happen within two weeks.

During the development of this document, the work of WG8 has been supported very much by communications with (members of) the TMF NGOSS, TMF MTNM/MTOSI, 3GPP SA5, and ITU-T Q.8/4 teams. Thank you very much for that.

ETSI TISPAN WG8 would like to continue, and intensify, this cooperation. The reason is that WG8 found it necessary to consider a refinement to the IRP concept as developed in 3GPP SA 5. This adaptation should be discussed in depth with the aim to come to a full harmonisation of NGN Management Architectures and their underlying concepts.

This harmonisation should support the reuse of existing specifications for management of mobile and fixed networks for the management of converged networks (= NGN).

WG8 believes that this harmonisation should also include TMF and Q.8/4. The work on regional and on global NGN management specifications should be fully aligned to support smooth introduction of NGN technology in networks worldwide.

To implement this harmonisation effort, WG8 proposes to organise two or three joint conference calls between the involved groups, and a face to face meeting.
