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1. Overall Description:

SA5 thanks OMA MWG/MMSG for their LS on Transaction Identifiers in MMS CDRs (OMA-LS_0010/ S5-054316).
SA5 would like to point out that the MMS Relay/Server has the capability to identify duplicated MMs as defined in the Stage 2 MMS TS 23.140 (Section 7.1): 

[quote]

"Upon reception of an MM from an originator MMS User Agent the originator MMS Relay/Server (…)

may reject the MM submission if the MM is identified as a duplicate of an MM already stored"

[end of quote]

This statement implies that there is no risk to charge the same MM twice and that the inclusion of the Transaction Identifier (TI) in the MMS Submission CDR is not needed. 
Concerning forwarding transaction this detection procedure is not described in TS 23.140. However, TS 23.140 also states the following (Section 8.1.2):

[quote]

"On the MM1 reference point an underlying mechanism for detecting the submission of duplicate MMs should be available."
[end of quote]

From the above statement, SA5 understands that similar handling as for submission should be performed for the MM1 Forwarding transaction. 
Finally, SA5 would like to further clarify that any post-processing charging mechanism to detect duplication would only be feasible for offline charging but not for online charging. 
The Online Charging System (OCS) is only able to detect duplicated Diameter Credit Control requests from a Network Element (e.g. MMS Relay/Server) when a failure occurs at the interface between the NE (e.g. MMS R/S) and the OCS. It is not capable of identifying duplication based on application level information (such as MMS Transaction ID).
