PoC subscriber use the GLMS to manage groups and lists (e.g. contact and access lists) that are needed for the PoC service.   The GLMS performs the following functions:

· Provides list management operations to create, modify, retrieve and delete groups and lists for authorised subscriber
· Provides storage for groups and lists
· Provides Notifications of modifications to Lists

Charging should be done according the following actions of PoC group: 
· for the following services:

1. PoC participant and/or PoC session owner create /delete a PoC group  in  XDMS.

2. PoC participant and/or PoC session owner modify the attributes of a PoC group,such as add a number into a pre-arranged PoC group.
3. PoC participant and/or PoC session owner delete a PoC group existed in XDMS

· for the following rating parameters:

identity of the serving network (i.e. SGSN PLMN identifier for the actor);

date and time of operator on PoC group.

Session unrelated CDRs

To reflect chargeable events not directly related to a PoC session the CDF may generate CDRs upon the occurrence of session unrelated SIP procedures, such as:

· Instant personal alert;

· PoC early session.

· PoC group management operations
Accounting information for SIP session-unrelated procedures is transferred from the PoC server to the CDF using Diameter ACR [event] messages. Session unrelated CDRs are created in the CDF in a "one-off" action based on the information contained in the Diameter ACR [event] message. One session unrelated CDR is created in the CDF for each Diameter ACR [event] message received, whereas the creation of partial CDRs is not applicable for session unrelated CDRs.
