	Draft Requirements for trace IRP
Discussion:

China Mobile: What is the benefit of the Trace IRP. Why it is needed?

Nokia: In Rel-6 Trace Session can be activated only from the EM and not the NM. In case of multivendor network environment Trace Session to the RAN and to the CN canbe activated only from the two different EM if the Ran and the CN is supplied by two different vendors.

China Mobile: A use case should be described also in the document in the Annex

Nokia: Agree and use case will be provided in the Annex. 

China Mobile: Why the configuration information is needed for the trace.

Nokia: why it is needed for the PM IRP. The Requirements have been written based on the PM IRP, but no special reason.
China Mobile: For PM IRP the configuration information is needed for the measurement job to know for which object the measurement should be started. For Trace it is not really needed. 

Nokia. OK the sentence will be removed. 

China Mobile: Referencing only Ft IRP is not enough. More references are needed. 

Nokia. Agree. 

Ericsson: The sentence about the Trace Session activation is not clear whether it is applicable for Signalling Based Activation as well. 

Nokia: Yes it is applicable for both MBA and SBA.

Ericsson: Than it should be clearly described that in case of signaling based activation it is meaning the Trace Parameter configuration.

Nokia: Accepted the comment.

Ericsson: in case of deactivation if a trace has been activated for more than one network element, like in MSC Server and RNC, than the deactivation shall be done for all the same network elements. 

Nokia: Agree

Siemens: The Trace Reference is mentioned to be unique, but it uniqueness is just within the IRPManager. It should be mentioned in the document.
Nokia: Agree

CATT: Inter-operator cases should also be described as it was requested in the last meeting. 

Nokia: In the current document the inter-operator cases has not been considered. It needs further study.

Siemens: Is there any solution for the inter-operator cases?

Nokia: Not yet think about that. 

Siemens: Is the inter-operator cases allowed at all in the Rel-6 trace specification?

Nokia: Yes there is a separate section for inter-operator cases. It is allowed to send trace activation across operator boundaries, but there is a mechanism also defined to reject such incoming requests if needed.

Ericsson: It’s not clear what is the intention whether the text should be inserted to some specification? Some of the section may go to some Scope section, etc. 

Nokia: The intention is the the agreed part should be inserted to the Trace IRP Requirement TS. 

Ericsson; A document architecture would be needed.

Nokia: Ok a Table of content will be provided to the next meeting.

Ericsson: is the understanding correct that to comply with the trace IRP the three IRPs shall be supported (Trace IRP, Notification IRP and FT IRP)

Nokia: Yes that is correct.

Nortel: should the group left the door open whether the FT IRP shall be used or not. The notification IRP would be enough and maybe some FTP could be used. The FT IRP shall be optional 

Motorola: Does not agree with Nortel proposal. This is a new IRP and for that the FT IRP shall be used for transferring the files. 

China Mobile: What does the following sentence meand?: “It is also noted that the FTIRP (3GPP TS 32.341) may or may not be exclusively used by the TraceIRP”

Nokia: Actually it would mean that the FT IRP is not exclusively used by Trace IRP.

Ericsson: That is trivial and the sentence should be deleted as it does not have any value added

Nokia: OK. The sentence will be removed.

Ericsson&Motorola: than the other sentence related to the Notification IRP with the same meaning shall be deleted also. 

Nokia: Agree.
Siemens: Should the Notification IRP be used only with the FT IRP? Meaning that notifying when the File is ready or should the Notification be used also in cases when a trace session is interrupted in some Network Elements and the Network element reports it to the EM and EM omits a notification to the NM to indicate that the trace session is interrupted.

Nokia: have not thought about that possibility. But we can study this case as well. 

Siemens: What happens currently in this kind of cases?

Ericsson: It is not defined in the current specifications.

CATT: should we consider the cases when the IRPManager activates a trace session for than one subscriber/equipments? 

Ericsson: support this possibility very much.

Siemens: In this case it shall be possible for the deactivation as well. 

Conclusion: The document needs to be updated based on the comments and the corrected version should be submitted to the next meeting.
