Motorola presented the contribution explaining the main objective was to kick-off the Study discussions. It was clarified there are two main aspects to the study i.e. a) the information modeling and b) how this information may be made available to the IRPManager e.g. over Itf-N.

Ericsson Questioned the need for the Information Modeling and transfer over Itf-N. Motorola explained their understanding i.e. based on Business case give in the contribution. They are still not clear for the need.

CMCC commented they support the study as they see the need to provide more information for the NMC applications about the vendors NEM than is currently specified in 3GPP 32.xxx specifications.
Lucent & CMCC commented they want to be able to reuse existing Itf-N and including for vendors specific information.
