2 Progress status

Percentage of completion (Rel-7 WT49): 45% (previously 41%)

Summary of progress: All contributions for the new SOAP Solution Sets for Interface IRPs relevant to SuM have been reviewed, and the draft TSs are now in a quite complete state, likely ready for being sent for Information – subject to decision by the SWGC-plenary based on results of some outstanding issues discussed in a breakout session.
Outstanding issues: Some outstanding due to comments from Huawei (see Minutes below) to be discussed in a breakout session – results will be reported via an email to the SWGC-reflector and the closing C-plenary for further action and decision.
3 Minutes

The WT49 session was held on Monday Q4.

It was announced by the SWG-C chair that due to changed work responsibilities, the SuM rapporteur Istvan Aba could not continue as rapporteur. At the same time, Thomas Tovinger informed that he was willing to be a candidate to take over this rapporteurship, if the group and SA5 so wishes. This was accepted by the group and the SWG-C chair, and the SA5 chair will be informed (and the WID for SuM SOAP SS needs to be updated).

Report of last meeting: An r1 version with minor updates was completed by Istvan Aba and should be placed on the server. This was provisionally approved – subject to everyone checking it and giving any comments by the closing C-plenary.

Questions/Comments:

· Ericsson: Which option for the inheritance issue is preferred by Huawei? Reply: Huawei prefers the 2nd option. For that, there will be no Generic IRP WDSL definition. Ericsson again: We can still define some generic information in the GenericIRP.

· Conclusion on issue 1 (inheritance): To be discussed off-line

· Ericsson on issue 2 (opt. parameters): Why do we need this? The information about supported parameters can be obtained by the GenericIRP operations getOperationProfile and getNotificationProfile. Huawei did not agree that this is sufficient, so there was a need for offline discussions also on this.

Conclusion: Most parts of the contribution agreed, but offline discussions needed to clarify the open issues above, to C-plenary (if ready this week), or to next meeting.

· Motorola: Have sympathy for Huawei’s proposed approach.

Conclusion: No agreement yet. Offline discussions needed in a breakout session during the week or to next meeting, on the above issue.

· Motorola: Why don’t we import the GenericIRP definitions? Dai Peng explained the history behind that (following earlier discussions in the group and offline discussions).

· Huawei: One ref. to the notification header def. not needed and should be removed. Agreed.

· Huawei: In the binding section, the soapAction is applicable to all operations. Agreed.

· Huawei: The “urn:#…” string is tool dependent and should be replaced by the target name space. Agreed.

The rapporteur asked if there were more comments, and there were none. The rapporteur then reminded that since the contribution was submitted in time to the meeting, the RG can conclude that all parts of this new draft TS that are not affected by the agreed updates (mentioned for this contribution above) and not affected by the open issues discussed for S5-056620 and S5-056621 above, can be seen as provisionally agreed. No objections were made to this statement.

The rapporteur finally asked if there are any objections to send this draft TS for Information to SA, together with the remaining two draft TSs in S5-056627 and S5-056628, given that they are reviewed offline before the closing C-plenary (and they should have been reviewed already before the meeting).
