Rationale

3GPP has published Templates of Interface IRP IS but lacks equivalence for NRM IRP IS and Interface/NRM IRP SS. 

3GPP has also published Style Guides for CORBA SS IDLs and lacks equivalence for potentially new SS such as in SOAP statements.

3GPP has published its Templates and Style Guides in separate TSs and as annex of TS (32.150).

Bordeaux Methodology group identified benefits that 3GPP should publish all its existing and new Templates and Style Guides in a new TS.

4  Proposal

We suggest 32.153 for the proposed new TS.  Note that this mean we need to:

1. Move 32.151 information to 32.153 and discontinue 32.151; and 

2. Move annex D of 32.150 CORBA Style Guide to 32.153.
