I guess the purpose of this section is to define measurements, which provides how many different BICC messages have been sent and received. If this is the case, than in the definition several counters should be defined, instead of one common counter. Like one counter and one measurement name for sent IAM messages, sent APM messages, etc. 
If this was not the intention than Nokia does not see the benefit why to provide one counter telling the total number of messages that has been sent and receives as this kind of counter does not give any value for any purpose.
