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4 Detailed proposal

In section 4.5.6.1 defines the measurement for terminating IN call attempt. The trigger point says that the measurement should be updated when an IN function was triggered. This should be clarified better. How we should understood this? Should the measurement be updated for each IN trigger? Or for only one the first IN trigger? I think the trigger points can be defined in a more appropriate way to make the trigger point exact. 
E.g. trigger point description could be: On sending of a SETUP message to the terminating MS and the first IN/CAMEL dialogue has been started for the terminating subscriber.

Section 4.5.6.2 defines the successful terminating IN call. The trigger point description should be: 

On reception of ALERTING message from the terminating MS for those calls where at least one IN/CAMEL dialogue has been successfully done for the terminating subscriber. 
Answered MS terminating IN call:

The trigger point should be:

On reception of the CONNECT ACK message from the terminating MS for those calls where at least one IN/CAMEL dialogue has been successfully done for the terminating subscriber.

Originating IN call attempt

Trigger point should be:

On reception of CM_SERVICE_REQUEST message with message type set to call establishment or emergency call establishment AND the first IN/CAMEL dialogue has been started for the originating subscriber. (The measurement is not triggered at the CM service request, but only at the first IN/CAMEL dialogue).

Successful originating IN call

Trigger point description should be:

On sending of an ALERTING message to the originating MS for those calls where at least one IN/CAMEL dialogue has been successfully done for the originating subscriber.
Answered originating IN call:

The trigger point should be:

On reception of the CONNECT ACK message from the originating MS for those calls where at least one IN/CAMEL dialogue has been successfully done for originating subscriber.

The same comments as mentioned above is valid and should be taken into account for the Internal IN calls as well. IN the trigger point no ANM nor CON message should be mentioned as this is an internal call, so in call setup no ANM nor CON message or ACM can be received. 

Generally for the whole section the measurements can be divided to GSM and UMTS related counters if needed.
