4 Detailed proposal

In 3GPP terminology when a subscriber is created in the HSS there is no information whether the subscriber is a 3G or 2G subscriber. The reason is basically that according to 3GPP any subscriber, who has an access to the network can imitate a transaction either from the UMTS access or from the GSM access. Generally in the Core network a transaction can be differentiated whether that transaction has been initiated from the 3G access or from the 2G access, but the subscriber itself cannot be determined whether the subscriber is 3G or 2G subscriber. 
Because of these facts Nokia proposes to remove the counters for the number of 3G subscribers and instead there should be only one number, which provides the number of subscribers in the HLR. 

Furthermore Nokia proposes to change the heading of section 6 from Measurements related to HLR to: Measurements related to HSS.

According to 23.002 specification HSS is composed of HLR, AUC and some other functionality that is required by the IP multimedia Subsystem.
