	Discussion on delta synchronous method on itf-N 

This contribution proposed to have also a asynchronous method for delta synchronization. Several companies expressed that only one method should be chosen. Only Huawei preferred an asynchronous method. 
It was discussed whether delta synchronization delivers history data. Most companies did not share this view. The rapporteur explained, that the IS does not intend to deliver this, e.g. there is no time stamp in the delta data, but you can “misuse” the delta list to report several former values of the same instance.

Ericsson regards the proposal in the contribution more as an improvement for notification log. Ericsson claimed that there is no use case for an urgent&immediate transfer of alarm history and this is not in scope of work item. This view was shared by other companies like Lucent, Motorola, Nokia and Siemens.

Conclusion: No use case identified for the proposal. Not agreed.

	Proposal on Delta Synchronisation
The contribution proposed a file based solution for delta synchronization. It was clarified by the author that the IRP Agent would be responsible to clean its synch file and that the operation to create a delta synch job would be optional. There was no common view yet in the group, if such an operation would be useful or not. 
Motorola expressed their concern, that following the proposal the IRP agent would have to do a lot of work, but the result of the extensive work would be needed only very seldom.

Ericsson reminded that synchronization will always be time based, no matter how the IRP Agent triggers the packaging of its delta data. It was accepted by the group, that the delta data packaging is a matter of the IRP Agent.
Ericsson regarded this as one possible solution to realize the Information Service. The IS and the requirements would not be affected by this proposal. This view was shared by several companies.

Conclusion: Proposal of the contribution not accepted. No direct impact on draft requirements and IS. The proposal to introduce an operation to list available delta files lead to an Action Item (see list below)
