	Draft TR 'XML-based (SOAP/HTTP) IRP Solution Set Feasibility Study'

Lucent: The question is asked if UDDI is to be used for service discovery. And then, going further, what is exactly a service? Finally, do we need to register for services?

Nortel: The answer to those questions is that UDDI’s main goal is the service discovery. Using UDDI allows making search on services, based on criteria. There is actually a “yellow pages” principle to handle those searches. UDDI is more used for operation.  Finally, we need to refine the definition of a service in the context of SA5. 

Lucent: Is there a mapping of our IRPs if using UDDI or is it a full new conceptual way? 

Nortel: This is a new conceptual way.

Huawei: Does UDDI replace EP IRP?

Nortel: It needs to be clarified but basically, the context is the same as the one used for SuM.

Nortel: There is potentially a Performance impact on FM. The problem is that there aren’t any existing studies demonstrating the behavior Performance wise of the XML-based SS. Therefore, we propose either to ask MTOSI if they have data to feed us with in that regards. If not, Nortel proposes to set up a study from which further conclusion can be made.

Motorola: XML-based SS are to be considered as a CORBA SS replacement. This is an alternative. As far as they know (but no data to strengthen this statement) there should be no significant differences on response time.

Huawei: Do you think we can use XML based IRP for all IRPs?

Nortel: Ideally, this is the idea behind this study. It looks like it shouldn’t be a problem for IRPs such as PM and CM. However, since we are at a decision point, it is probably worth checking or study any potential performances hit, especially on FM. 

Huawei: Performance is high on the wire. 

Nortel: Yes but probably the performance hit is linked to the XML parsing.

Ericsson: Give support to this feasibility study.

Motorola: Give support to this feasibility study.

Ericsson: We used SOAP/HTTP in the past but found it difficult to get data about the performances. However, they think this is the way forward globally in the industry and that therefore we probably shouldn’t diverge from them.

Ericsson: This is however a good idea to investigate the performance especially since they never saw it implemented in the market for network such as RAN Core Network.  

Nortel: Agree.

Motorola: WIMAX is coming. Companies are currently investing for XML-based SS in other technologies. It would be a pity not to follow this route.

Ericsson: They mentioned a potential Performance document produced by CMCC about XML-based technologies.

Nortel: Can we have this document to study the outputs. No replies to that at this stage.
Conclusion: General agreement and positive feelings towards the use of an XML-based SS. Performance Study to be set up and presented at the next meeting. To go forward, we’ll probably have to ask whether or not we agree to use the XML-based SS.
