Rationale

The unique way of identifying resources across the Itf-N is an ID attribute. This carries the DN of the resource for all OA&M operations.

The DN is intended as a primary key attribute, and whilst this can be displayed on user interface, a database key is not the most useful information regarding the resource.

An attribute "userlabel" is identified in the NRMs as a way in which an organization can attach a more meaningful reference to a resource to show useful location information about a resource.

Since this information may be very helpful in identifying where a particular resource is, in terms of buildings/suites/shelves/racks etc. it would be very beneficial to permit this information to be conveyed with the alarm.

Detailed proposal

The primary objective is to allow a stand-alone FM system (which has no CM interests nor support of CM related IRPs) to obtain additional location information without being forced to support the complete CM IRPs as well as the notification and alarm IRPs.

This request is to SA5 to provide guidance on the approach before CRs are produced at a future meeting  in respect of adding the user label attribute into new alarm, and new security alarm notifications.

An alternative to this, would be to consider adding a very skinny interface to permit a CM-only system to access the user label for any resource across the ITF-N, and to include this skinny interface as part of the alarm IRP.

e.g. Client issues a "getUserLabel" request, with an inputs list of DNs, the result would be  a corresponding sequence of DN-UserLabel pairs.

An additional point for discussion should this proposal be acceptable is whether the user label shuld be added in a mandatory or optional way.
          e.g. if a helpful (non-null)  user label exists – it should be included in the alarm notification.
