· Trigger point is not appropriate. Not all the ACM and CON messages are successful call messages, only messages which are not related with recording announcement, short message, value-added services and handover can be counted as successful call messages.
· Editor’s note is inappropriate because CON is not the only choice if ACM is not sent, but for this measurement definition only ACM and CON are concerned with.

· The trigger point should be 
“ACM or CON which are not related with recoding announcement, short message, value-added services and handover.”
Ericsson contribution S5-059234 is incorrect as it regards “CPG with Event Information = Alerting” as successful incoming call message but it includes local call situation as well.
