Rationale

· Clause 4.1.2.9 measurement trigger condition is inconsistent with measurement description.
4 Detailed proposal

Modification 1:

Trigger condition c) has following definition:
Originating caller’s releasing the call:  Receipt of “DISCONNECT” message before sending “ALERTING” to originating caller.
This condition is a call failure case which should be measured at originating MSC-S while not terminating MSC-S.

Originating caller’s releasing the call after alerting: Receipt of “DISCONNCET” message from originating caller or receipt of “CLF” or “REL” from the originating MSC in the time between the time receiving the “ALERTING” from the terminating caller and the time waiting for the “CONNCET” message from the terminating caller.
This condition includes two possible call failure procedure, the one “Receipt of “DISCONNECT” message from originating caller” should be measured at originating MSC-S while not terminating MSC-S, and the left one is measured at terminating MSC-S. 
It is obvious that this set of measurements are valid to both originating and terminating MSC-S while not only terminating MSC-S, so it is suggested to remove the sentence in description “This measurement is valid to incoming and or terminating MSC-S.” to make it consistent with condition definition.
Modification 2:

Besides this change, it is also helpful to make clear statement on which MSC-S is receiving and sending those messages. Otherwise it is still confused to the people without strong call control background.

Modification 3:
Because the message exchanged between MSC-S like REL, CLF cannot contain call failure cause values except cause #16 ’normal call clearing’ and cause #17 ‘user busy’, it is very hard to measure most failure causes by analysis of these inter MSC-S messages. Current measurement definition has no problem, but it is suggested to add following notes in measurement description to prohibit any intention to extend analysis of failure causes.
“This measurement is not valid if the analysis of inter MSC-S messages containing any failure causes except cause #16 ’normal call clearing’ and cause #17 ‘user busy’ is needed.”.
