Rationale

Both WIs address tracing of services that do not work. The "use cases" Multi-vendor MS validation (Use case # 1), Subscriber complaint (Use case #2), Malfunctioning MS (Use case #3), Testing a new feature (Use case #5) and Fine-tuning and optimisation of algorithms/procedures (Use case #6) exist is (partly covered in Use cases xxx in SLT. The intention with regards to services of both features is the same.

Both features needs changes to the SIP protocol that is standardised in IETF. The requirements are almost the same on SIP, but some differences exist. 

There is a great risk that IETF will be confused by very similar requirements from 3GPP that come only a couple of months apart.

Discontinue the Trace in IMS in WT39 and continue Service Level Trace WT62. Update the WID SP-050628 Trace BB, to remove the WT Trace for IMS.
