Overall Description:

SA 2 has reviewed and approved the revised SA2 WIDs for ‘IMS Communication Service Identifier (ServID)’ (S2-061172/ S5-064302) and ‘Voice call continuity between CS and IMS (incl. I WLAN)’ (S2-061174/ S5-064301) to include the affected SA 5 Technical Specifications.

During the discussions of these updated WIDs following two questions were raised, which could not be answered within SA 2.

1. On WID ‘IMS Communication Service Identifier (ServID)’ (S2-061172/ S5-064302)
Why does SA 5 expect potential impact on CDRs for PoC in TS 32.272?
SA 2 does not foresee any impact on CDRs for PoC, as the Communication Service Identifier was designed to have no impact on PoC, i.e. to be compatible to the already defined PoC (Push-to-Talk over Cellular) service identifier, i.e. the PoC feature tag.
2. On WID ‘Voice call continuity between CS and IMS (incl. I WLAN)’ (S2-061174/ S5-064301)
Why does SA 5 expect updates to the WLAN Charging functionality to integrate the VCC charging requirements into TS 32.252?
SA 2 does not foresee any impact on WLAN Charging functionality, as Voice Call Continuity in the PS domain is handled by the IMS, and should be transparent for the WLAN access system.
