It was proposed to merge the operations getActiveRules and getApplicationSequenceOfRule. This was accepted.

Huawei pointed out that the for the determination of an alike alarm also other parameters of the alarmInformation could be considered (e.g. thresholdInfo, trendindication ) . 
Outcome of discussion: The selection of these parameters could be part of a generic rule. For the “simple” rules in the draft IS there could be a fixed definition.

Lucent made a remark, that performance aspects of advanced alarming need some consideration. Contributions are invited.

Lucent asked for clarification, that rules are only valid towards the future, i.e. if a new rule is created, then the alarmList or the alarm notifications ready to be send do not need to be revisited. This was agreed and will be included in the requirements.

Conclusion: Two operations to be merged. Input about generic rule language to express correlations of alarm is expected.

	Proposal on advanced alarming IS
Siemens pointed out that filtering out identified consequential alarms could be also done by using the correlatedNotifications field. The add-on here is only the input of the correlation definition from the IRPManager to the IRPAgent.
Some companies expressed interest in a generic correlation rule language. A rule using this language could then replace the vendorSpecificRule. If such a language could not be agreed on, an alternative could be to define a transport of this – then vendor specific – language in the vendorSpecificRule.

Nokia reminded that the scope of the work task does not include root cause analyis.

Conclusion: Reworked version of the contribution should be submitted to the next meetings, until it is clear if it is overruled by an agreed generic correlation language or not.
