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1. Overall Description:

SA5 would like to thank SA2 for their Liaison Statement on updates to SA2 WIDs (S2-061216 / S5-064451).
SA5 discussed following questions raised by SA2:

1. On WID ‘IMS Communication Service Identifier (ServID)’ (S2-061172 / S5-064302) 
Why does SA5 expect potential impact on CDRs for PoC in TS 32.272 ?
SA5 added TS 32.272 (PoC Charging) in the list of affected specifications because the WID itself refers to PoC Work items in section 2 ("Linked work items"). 
2. On WID ‘Voice call continuity between CS and IMS (incl. I WLAN)’ (S2-061174 / S5-064301)
Why does SA5 expect updates to the WLAN Charging functionality to integrate the VCC charging requirements into TS 32.252 ?
SA5 added TS 32.252 (WLAN Charging) in the list of affected specifications because the WID itself refers to WLAN Work items in section 2 ("Linked work items"). Also Section 7 ("Charging aspects") states that "Specifically, the ability to generate the appropriate accounting parameters as subscribers move between WLAN networks and GSM/UMTS networks is necessary".
Based on SA2's recommendation that both WIs have no impact on PoC Charging (resp. WLAN Charging), SA5 agrees to remove the respective TSs from the WIDs.

Remove SA5's PoC and WLAN Charging from the list of affected TSs in the SA2 WIDs.
