Only Motorola responded on the email debate.

Ericsson expressed concerns as it is agreed to have SOAP as the SS technology for SuM and it was agreed to have the specifications early in Rel-7. This is important as other SDOs are working or starting working on SuM, to have a complete solution that can be reused.

Ericsson expressed their wish to send the TSes for approval from SA5#47.

Motorola shared the view that it is important to get approved specifications, but believed that it was more realistic to sent the specs for approval from SA5#49, as they still have some technical concerns.

Huawei thinks that the extension mechanism, name space parts and cross references between schemas in the XML template needs to be ready before the TSes can be sent for approval. Siemens and Motorola agree with Huawei on this position. It was agreed that the template issues that needs to be resolved are the extension mechanism, name space parts and cross references between schemas.
